My very very savor it underutilized. Comic Book Character is also one of my favorite super villains poison ivy easy so I told you guys yesterday numbers see. I knew the taste was high. Yeah so I told you guys yesterday that I read the Batman Comex and I told Alex I really hate that man like as as a concept as an ideal character I read the comics because his roster of villains is incomparable. At least why does everyone keep calling me an ECO terrorist. I'm not a terrorist. The plants should not be killed for no reason or ever- everyone's like I don't know you seem Brady. I don't feel so. I think that people are trying in in some of the adaptations. But I don't know man it's just so disappointing to see her straight washed in that and just like dating kite man and it's like why it no. I'm glad you mentioned the street washing because I know in the comics. Ib is definitely portrayed as bisexual. She's in a relationship insure with Batman. She's in a relationship with cat woman. Everybody hates though I have view was pretty good in that but also I would say there's a lot of aggression towards it as well like the Poison Ivy League. Is this whole online. FANDOM queer women like a bunch of different kinds of people really who come together and tried to build a phantom around IV and they get a ton of shit like people are very aggressive towards them a lot of the Times. And like you know kind of all of the time but it's from people who wouldn't necessarily usually do that so you see that poison ivy extra threatens people and I. I'm about God's great and I was GonNa say to in Gotham Ivy is more of a straightforward villain and Gotham but it does give her an arc and it gives her a lot tawny so as much as Gotham was like all over the place and not always you know like I mean I I liked it.

It's because in her first appearances a lot of times. That's chalked up to her having suffered from like an extreme mental illness that came about from like you know the floor onic man essentially experimenting on her all of that to me kind of holds up. But it doesn't forget that the floor around onic man as part of her story right and he lake near care really messed up but to me that all makes sense you know like she was like reeling from Trauma Rama and things like that. We've all done. I mean not probably all of us but a lot of people have done really questionable things when reeling from trauma so I can you know always forgive her for that stuff stuff but I think that like the fact that we're still it's like twenty twenty and like we still see an ivy who's like out of control and can't keep her body together and and like all of that stuff in his suffering and you know everything and it's just like so highly gets to bounce back from this but ivy doesn't for some reason and like we just I don't know I just think that people really liked to see ivy being put through a pain cycle all of the time and I don't think it's normal or good totally totally and you know it reminds me you know. We're talking about the ninetieth anniversary of Nancy drew. They killed her off to have the hardy boys investigate. And it's something the I read someone who was part of the Poison Ivy League who said imagine what it's like to have your favorite character and anytime you open a comic. You don't know if the first thing you're gonNa let's see. Is there Their throats slit. And that's just the reality with poison ivy and I just. I was watching. I try and watch a lot of the animated stuff on DC universe. 'cause I'm trying to justify having the membership and so I was like going through like Justice League. Turn Blah Blah Blah Blah and. I got to the Gotham by gaslight which is like a re-imagined injured in the opening scene. Is Jack The ripper killing poison ivy. And why the fuck would I want to watch this. Also Jack The ripper was like an average ask serial killer poison Ivy Poison Ivy. Like what are you doing. I think all of this stems from the need to try to like see a powerful woman and take her down a peg and then when when you when you throw in the fact that Ivy loves women and that Ivy is an environmentalists things that we have been taught to hate because of toxic masculinity to see her suffer is a masculine need to take the woman down a pair or show her that. She's not as powerful as she thinks she is. She's not as powerful as she could be with a man Yeah definitely and even if it's like the most useless man eight-man literally the most useless man. He bought a kite eight. I can buy a kite. I would I would do anything for Poison Ivy L. but by a kite for every in existence on this planet. If I have to I would buy kite. Man's four points. I would buy kite man. I would say a free but I would buy him. That's so crazy.

But yeah like I said earlier like Batmans roster villains is a one like I cho- loss US poison ivy is like you know for this underutilized characters. Because I want to keep it like all women but when I think about other characters that were done dirty and movies like mister freeze please. Or killer CROC or even once did get their shine but are very complex characters like the joker. The Penguin The scarecrow the ridler. I'm like the someone who has a deep understanding of trauma and what mental own. This makes you do conceptualize these people. Yeah totally I think. That's why we we both like the Arkham asylum. PODCASTS is my naming rights. Era The ARKHAM sessions. Yeah the ARC obsession was getting it wrong. They go so much into those psychological profiles profiles and really give credence to like. You're saying the creative energy that went into it but then also being like some of these things might be unintentional like the way that Harley becomes is this bad ass feminist that was pretty unintentional from who they created. But it's cool to see how they get into the underpinnings of that it's doctor Andrea Gioia. Letterman D who is a psychologist and has appeared in Batman comics like Gail. Simone wrote her into a bad girl comic. That's the greatest little piece of like lower. Were ever heard thank you. It's a really good podcast and then I only WANNA throw down for one of the people you mentioned which is that I really loved loved. The CILLIAN Murphy is scarecrow. But I think that might just be. Because I'm in love with Cillian Murphy. Cillian Murphy is so compelling those is Oh aw he looks like a serial killer to me like I'm but he's an actor he is extremely compelling very very compelling totally so let's I guess continuing canoeing like in our DC universe. I guess we can launch into my person at least in DC and we talked a bit about this last night. But I I think one of the biggest underutilized assets in film and TV is is the Nubia character from Really really really freaking cool so like her. First appearance is in the seventies. It's a issue somewhere in the seventies. He's Nand. She is essentially the twin sister of Diana. But she's a black woman and she's matched Diana and she's like twin twin cheesy on a better fighter than Diana she bests Diana Right. And that's the reveal right is. She's like the mysterious warrior and then she like pulls off her helmet. And everybody's like what new and granted and they re explain it in subsequent series as we find out that apology sort of like gave herself like a mind you know did some stuff with her mind and to erase arrays this memory that she had formed two children from clay and both were brought to life by Aphrodite. Or Athena I think it's Africa Africa eighty one from the white clay and when from the Clinton Black Clay and daddy brought both to life. The area had come to kidnap both of the girls but only got away with one and thus he is raised her but Nubia searching her and then there are all these other subsequent things that happen like she lives on the floating island which is really racist but like the concept of it is really cool. Aw Yeah the depiction in the seventies comments super racist but like oh bed but like the idea's really cool in that like it's instead of Demonstra which is all women like. She's she on this island that has like all men and there's even this cool thing that she does where like these two men are like fighting over like who's going to marry her like wildfire and she cuts both of them off and she's like no man will ever own and she's a whole bad ass and I would love to see her integrated graded in to wonder woman film Franchise I. Something emanate talk about a lot and something that I'm particularly interested in is. Is these women. These really formidable powerful women with like punishing father figures. There's now take what we we talk about like Matthew and beyond say I think a lot about matthew and beyond say this sort of very punishing father figure but but still sort of created this. I mean powerhouse. I mean was instrumental in creating in shepherding this sort of powerhouse of a woman. And there's something in that story that how how hard that is. How it is to break away from like I think apparent that may be caused you trauma or like debilitated you in some way but was also instrumental in creating the person that you are are being super formidable and so you know that would be like aries and Nubia like being raised by aries and granted in the comics? They have areas like mind-control her which I think is a lame cop out.

I think if there is she's just been raised by this war. I think all of that. All those sort of big ideas are very much contained in this Nubia character in that story there so so much more room to talk about those things with Nubia like. There's so much more room to talk about the problematic father figure. All of this stuff never gets touched on with that character. I do WanNa know that the same person send created Poison Ivy and Nubia and that that Guy Sucks But his name was Robert Conagra and he's the person who I was talking about yesterday when I was talking about the woman who was supposed to take over editing on wonder woman Dorothy Wool Oh folk so whenever Dorothy Wolfville was up for that job. She had been editing surprisingly feminist run on like Superman's girlfriend lois lane and it was just kind of trashed. Because you know men and then whenever she was supposed to move to the wonder woman series she got bullied out of it by like all of the editors but because Robert Conagra wanted the job and he wanted to anti-feminist wonder woman essentially so whenever she got pushed out of the comic the first issue you of his run as an editor showed a woman that looked exactly like her getting shot in the head by sniper. So that's bonkers and that's the guy who brought us two of our favorite characters that are so underutilized and also because you see those first moments of like Nubia and you see those first moments of poison ivy and those are both problematic in different ways. You have poison ivy just being like. I'm going to Kiss Batman until he's mine or whatever and then you have Nubia following some of the racial stereotypes though were very prominent and comics in the seventies. But it's very interesting acting to me that it's like this one. Total dip shit created both of these characters that are so much better than their creator or a broken gone. Clock is right twice a day. Yes and these were the two times at the time and that's totally one hundred percent like the Like an analogy. The almost for that complicated father figure right where you're just like. This guy sucks so bad but he created these like women that once again. They're bad tropes nope slake he's didn't do it on purpose to be awesome or something but then we all like look at these characters and are just like these characters deserve more than what they're like creator later slash father figure even venture so far as to say that he intentionally created these strong women who were likeable and relatable title to other women for the express purpose of punishing them within the comics. Oh yeah you hit the nail on the head. I think the thing about Nubia to that. I'm Alex I think is really interesting. Is that if she's not brainwash not only does she have more autonomy but also ends up inadvertently happening is that we're no longer questioning Nubia. So much is her environment right if she has autonomy and she's obeying aries or following his path by choice then we need to have have a larger conversation about how being raised around men and toxic masculinity and having internalized misogyny poisons women and. I don't think he wanted to have that conversation. So it's better make her brainwashed Brian. Well I think we're also were unwilling to have conversations about people who are ambiguous that make good and bad decisions. Who have reasons they make bad decisions? Who are complicated? Especially when it comes to Non Binary People Women Trans Folks Queer folks. We don't want nuanced pictures right. We want they go in the good bucket or they go in the bad bucket. And that's that and I think fit someone like Nubia really blend and not that I mean you know. Part of what you're saying and I totally tracking is that her her complicated banter ambivalent ambivalent bits are part of the influence on her.

So how do we grapple with that. What happens when someone is a result of how they've been treated? I think about that with all kinds of characters doctors. I'm actually thinking about my own fiction so I'm so glad you know and I'm so glad you said that because that's how I I always think of Nubia like I just think I think you know it's not that she's following areas as path. It's just that you know you're raised how you're raised In in fact fact I think later on she I think she does try to do good things and she does because and the chief difference about her which is why I think she's so cool. Is that when we meet. There's also like later like later on. She's living on earth and cheese essentially kind of low. He become like a Black Panther which makes sense. 'cause she's she's living in the body of a black woman She empathizes with that plight. She's being treated like that in the world but she's I think the biggest reason. Why really like Nubia is she? Is I guess. Less innocent. In a way that they Try to portray Diana She Nubia just sort of understand how the world works and she acts accordingly. And and that's what I think is so interesting about her is like in. I guess that would be my vision for her. If somebody hired me to write wonder woman three which grown do you already took. You already took my my buffy route. I do you might as well I think that's something that I would absolutely lean into is is this sort of not hardened but just very like yeah this is how this goes type of attitude in fact. If Diana's sort of this in that's I guess that's what's interesting to me about the character you know what wonder woman the first movie. Obviously the first movie. The new one is an Out till summer but something. That really got me as I was watching it as like you know. She's Diana's being scared and you know she's living in this utopia in her and hypocus- very adamant about you know protecting her and I think coddling her in a way that white women are encouraged to be a coddled in a sense not coddled but their innocence protected the privilege of preciousness like white women get to be precious and to have their their dignity preserved and to be treated like they're so special in black woman or never given that same right Latian I think about you know I've seen I've had many a conversation where you know white mothers are like. I can't talk to my seven year old white children about race lake. Like how do I do that. Meanwhile you know I was called the N.. Word when I was like six with the soccer ball to my face like so an interested sit in the dynamic and I think there's a really rich story in their four Nubia to be like that person that person it can be like sort of a feminist and it's not the same by any means but I'm thinking a lot about the kill monger Black Panther relationship and how the two of them. It's really like this calling to account right for the way that black people across the world live versus black people in will conduct. This is this person's opinion of what it is so tell me where I'm wrong but it seems that Nubia and wonderwoman offer another way of talking about these divides but doing it across feminism and asking really hard questions about what it means to the feminists when we can't just say one exceptional white ladies. Save us all you know like there's there has to be more nuance. And how do we do this with super characters right okay and then it. It goes back to something that we're talking about last night like I'm very anti war. But I also understand the necessity of violence as a marginalized person. Then I don't know if someone's coming to your house and 'cause they found out here you're gay you're non binary and you know they put a burke fear window like you have a duty and a I think a sense of self protection to like put a brick back in their face like for the sake of survival and I think the Nubia character could be like a character to explore that idea like the necessity like for when you are part of a margin is can community versus wonder woman. Who is you know at least in the film Is You know very very privileged. It's just sort of enacting war for the government but like what is. What is it to enact war in in trying to survive in this Martin is body like an protect people who look like you from from being erased in I would do it on the backdrop of the Vietnam War? I think going on a point that Essie he made I absolutely do see the parallels between Nubia in wonder woman and kill monger and to Challah.

The trauma of being separated from your family. The trauma of being raised in this all-male environment. Vent this like pretty shitty place would have a huge impact rate to Charlie doesn't really understand kill monger but like your father and one of the elders elders in your community literally abandoned him in a place filled with anti blackness discrimination and inter-community violence. What did did you think it was going to be on? Your Dad killed his brother because his brother thought Macondo should open. Its its borders. Like this is your repeating. I was so sad when he killed kill monger. I mean I know I get it but I also hate it. I was like fuck. They're doing exactly what their parents earns ditch you know he's coming back can't petition can't wait for 'cause yeah I mean the comics like comes back from the dead Ed and I guess he comes back either. A bit more fanatical or bit more enlightened but at the end of the day. His father may have done the wrong thing by telling ulysses wear air will condo was but he had all the best intentions he thought that black people in the diaspora and on the continent outside of conduct should be able to protect protect themselves. And I think When you deal with characters like Nubia and poison ivy they come from the same place a lot of the time? They want the right things and I don't even think they're doing the wrong things to get it. They're just doing something that the hero doesn't approve of. There's always that element to like flattening things. Like I think that a lot of times you have villains like kill monger you know. I think that this extends to Magneto. It extends to a lot of villains that are like complicated villains where they kind of a lot of times I think are meant meant to appease centrists a little bit because you have this whole idea of like you know magneto is about mutant rights but then he turns is is back on people and like he doesn't have answers to complicated questions and things like that and I'm just like that's not really what it's like if you talked to any like civil rights activists that think they always have an answer you know. They always have something to come back on. I just think that a lot of times those characters are used to be like and you see how bonkers the activists are like so. I think that there's definitely a problematic aspect to that and like the way that a lot of these villains portrayed because like they always cross those lines is that you can't come back from and it's like well where's the one that doesn't like that happens in real life where we have people who are activists who don't cross these terrible moral lines and they still are dismissed and treated badly by society so I don't think that these images really necessarily help that situation like I think that that's kind of a maybe a subtle way of telling people you know. Activists are a little bit rowdy and who who ends up paying for their crimes crimes. These not the billionaires not the people who are destroying the world. It's these individuals. That's such a great point. Sarah I think that's so frustrating and I think it's so perfectly replicates our society right like if you have money there's literally nothing that's illegal for you you you Harvey Weinstein and walking around enjoying your life. A Little Serial Predator you can be Bruce Wayne like boosts houses untold amounts of infrastructural damage which he's responsible for destroying countless peoples property and thereby raising taxes on an already poor and struggling community. He's responsible for putting the people of Gotham through untold trauma. Even if he would just like not up and be like you know what I need to kill these villains it will be less harmful than letting them survive survive another day and then just causing more and more damage in this cycle of damage. He's addicted to the drama and he gets away with it because he's a wealthy white man and we don't see how nonsensical on sensical the entire premises. But then you look at Magneto who's also wealthy white man but like wealth is not like a marker of his personality and people don't understand why someone who barely survived one genocide attempt would be eager to go through genocide one more time like how is it hard to understand the. He's tired of being discriminated and persecuted and rounded up and branded. Yeah exactly and that. That is a repetitive. Scenario Mario and his life. I'm a good joke though every time magneto shows up in like a movie. He's just like whatever they do. They better not kill everybody that I love. It's like what have you seen Zien. He's thinking I have greater powers than I've ever on and then it's like that's what it takes to dry them Dan to the ends of the earth and it's just like lady he could literally just activist and like this would be a better story like I don't know so like all of his points make a lot of sense but they have to have that person who is making too much sense crossed that line right because otherwise we don't have a moral leg to stand on the exhibit your looks like an ass and we otherwise might come to conclusions like maybe we shouldn't round people up.
