Because you were not capable. Yeah I mean rogue fucked up. Captain Marvel like that person has a amazing power set and was like Gotcha with minds. Amazing Yeah I love the fact that act. Her absorbing the powers of Carol Danvers had so much repercussion in both of their lives and the rogues arc and her redemption Ark. I mean if you WanNa talk about redemption Ark. That's actually like believable. And like organic and painful and long that was rogue owners even to this day her in Captain Marvel haven't seen the end of each other and a Lotta Times rogue doesn't know how much of personality is carols you know so like she's always at odds with herself and to me that's like such a unique thing in comex. You have a lot of people be oh like multiple personality or something like that. But it's like no rogue has another person's memories in her head like that is so interesting so unexplored. Nobody really touches on that because a lot of times. It's like well. Yeah it'd be really interesting to see that. And that's something that the they they don't talk about right right like Like you said it's like it's about a boy it's not about. How do I form conviction of self right well and also intimacy issues right like that's a huge thing with rogue that lay it gets put up as like it's her problem? She needs to work this out a lot of the time but it's like she has great reasons to not trust. Gamba like she has great reasons to want to protect herself into like. You know not necessarily go after these intimate relationships that have nothing to do with what her powers are. So you have to think about how intimacy issues rise up in our own lives like the things that keep us from expressing ourselves fully and things like that and I think that all of those questions that I think of rogue and I think of that and if I ever do think of like gambit is a good foil for her whatever is that it's he also has intimacy issues.

No I wept like I think of her intimacy issues how that relates to like where she was raised how it relates to her powers and how much of it is her really just trying to protect herself from the outside world because she immediately associates touch with something that's harmful in her young years. You know and I think that a lot of people who have gone through abuse and things like that can certainly empathize with somebody who has to like instead of viewing touches being comforting and loving thing they see it as something that is harmful and it makes you not feel good and so I think that for rogue it brings on all of this guilt by association as well that I think a lot of people who have like survived abuse and trauma have certainly had to come to grips with so all of that deal that Sarah. Also there's this I talk about abuse a lot because we've lived through a lot of it. There's the cycles of abuse rate and so I think that even as being a survivor there can be a fear of like am. I A perpetrator waiting right. I think that rogue really captures that rogue captures this sort of fear of self and this incredible responsibility to to understand that. She's been hurt by touch. She's hurt with touch and she doesn't want to do that anymore. so. I think it's interesting to think about her. Like yes. There's make sense. It should be fearful in some ways of powers and how much of that is like a misogynistic. Overtones of like women can't be trusted with power. Yeah right but that you bring up is so interesting. 'cause I've never not that I've never thought about it but it eliminates so much more that idea of you've endured abuse in you can intellectualize that. Statistically right that that puts you at a greater risk for them perpetrating abuse and then how you as a person who tried to do things to control that but then how that can stunt your own sort of growth in life as person in the world. That's fascinating totally the idea that that like you have a monster inside and if you're not very very careful and if you're not constantly vigilant and if you're not constantly checking that monster it could come out. Is that true? I don't know you know my own healing process. I've learned that like I'm not the people who hurt me and I'm not gonNA hurt people because I've chosen to be a different person because I've gone to therapy because I've done all this restorative work for myself but like yeah. I'm afraid of that sometimes like when my temper flares and I'm like Oh God could I could. I do what has been done to meet someone else like. I don't think so but fuck it's like terrifying and I just never connected that with rogue but I I really think this reading of her really resonates at least so. Let's let's kick back to DC for a minute Vixen I really liked the. She's okay so vixen super cool because like she has her powers given to her by like the Yoruba. God like an Aussie. So which is which is so freaking cool mostly because like Amino who in Osceola? Because it's like I'm Jamaican and so I grew up on those stories in your. Haitian and I know that those stories sort of like travel throughout the Caribbean just in general. Dia Absolutely so she gets an RCN. Inositol trickster God and your God but that's where she derives her hours from and I just I think it so cool. I just like stories where they legitimately. We've I think ancient African mythology. Because it's just not something that a lot of people do so nice not to be talking about like a White Pantheon. It's yeah it's like I mean. I Love Zeus Athena. And the kids. Trust me I get it because like when you're valued in the way that black men are devalued like you instinct is to get all the things to prove that you are the most important rate but I also think it's important that we not you know to always sort of just be aware that we're not like reinforcing sort of respectability politics and I like that. And that's just part of the reason. Why like vixen like? She's she's emotionally intelligent. She's into it in that way. That's where civically very specifically that's where her power is derived. She finds successes like a model which is like yeah and I like that in. She's great I just wish there was more for her.

I mean it's entirely about John. Lewis experience those kind of details make it such a rich world and sometimes in comics. That aren't superhero comics. I should say we don't think about sound and sound plays such a big role in this. I think a lot about like do the story and art have to be together and I think a lot of autobiographies that ended up being illustrative. That's not necessarily true but this case I can't imagine reading this memoir in a different way. You know longs with this art. This story needs somebody who can meet the story on every front everything that happens in the story there's so much nuance there's so much just incredible storytelling. That has to have an artist. Who is fully fully capable of meeting at every place and so art great? So do you WANNA talk about John. Lewis a little bit. It's a story of Congressman John. Lewis's life it is told through a series of flashbacks. A couple of young children were with their mom and they stopped by John. Lewis's office not expecting him to be there and he was there. It is the day of Brock Obama's inauguration and these kids are like what John Lewis and their mom is more excited because children don't always know Lewis's and they have this wonderful conversation he's like. Oh let me tell you about my life and you get this real sense for what a generous and warm person. Congressman Lewis is and. He's very well known for that to be the fact and it's just so great to see it told this way and through this lens so then we get to go through his early childhood and how he came to his social awareness and how he grew up in his love of his chickens used to preach to his chickens thing. Oh my God that whole part of the story dear God the most relatable thing in the world when you are attaching to these animals and just having that interaction such a beautiful story. It's so sweet and yeah again. Lewis is just wants to learn so bad and ditches chores too late. Gogel the school bus. And it's just really tender and site of Congressman Lewis. I certainly didn't know before reading this and I'm guessing most people wouldn't. It goes a little bit more quickly through middle and high school years and then gets into his college years when he wanted to enroll at a university that was for whites only the committee he was working with. He ended up deciding not to because his parents wouldn't sign off and he needed his parents support to challenge. I think maybe because he was still underage. And it's essentially him coming together in Nashville with the community there and changing how lunch counters work because lunch counters were for whites only and they did a nonviolent protest. That was incredible. And he walks us through the trainings. They went through and it is just like. Oh my God. It's details that I don't know the way that I learned civil rights. History was not through school because I grew up in a small town and they don't teach it did not give a fuck about history and less. Its World War Two and that was terrible but then you know in college. I started to learn about civil rights and I didn't learn the kind of details that show up in this memoir and I think that's a gift memoir can give us that other kinds of history. Just can't the words they would say to each other the things they would do to another try and break each other and the people who just couldn't stay nonviolent in the face of that aren't treated like they're bad people they just can't be in the movement that way and those are just tender details that I certainly didn't know I'm so glad that these details exists in again not just in writing but in illustrated form because you can see the grief on people's faces as they hurt one another as the person being hurt and then you see their resolve when they take that practice and put it into action and really start to change history.

So that's what they're doing and then the cops come and go to break them up and they say we don't care what you want we're just gonNA tear gas you if you don't leave and the men bow down and start praying and then of course the cops move in and start doing police brutality. So that as the opening and then it goes to the Washington monument so those as this kind of checks position I guess but also something that is very interconnected vary related is so chilling and profound and gray and also just that scene where his uncles driving and he can feel him be tense. The whole time there's just moments in this where I think one of the things that were guilty of is we always remember those events but we have a very hard time finding capacity for the human moments that were in that event right so we can be like mass shooters. We don't look at what that story is who it affects. How it happens none of that you know for the most part. It's just a news item that we kind of digest and move along and some people don't digest it but to me that's kind of what's interesting when you're looking at those personal stories as you get all these details that as you say you wouldn't get otherwise. Yeah I I completely agree and the other thing I wanna say that I think is really powerful is preserved in this that I think isn't a lot of times in and I guess I would say like in white imaginations is the reactions of white people and I'm in good and bad the white people who stood by Lewis and the committee's he was working with and fought for justice and the way people who spit them and the way I who called him horrible names and refused to serve them and treated their civil rights like they were a burden upon the white people and I think that that is a chance for us to look bigotry in in the inheritance of being white in the face. It doesn't matter if I've never spit on a black person. White people have and that's a reality. People have to live with that. That's what March gives us. Is this really intimate portrayal. That says we're all in this like yours implicated in this as I am. And that is super powerful fair memoir to do especially. If it's like well this cool famous person who doesn't need to do this but chose tunes such a way that you feel both included and implicated. I think in the narrative. Yeah just everything about this coming ties together and all of the ways that I love. Huge history buff. I know history's depressing.
