I'm Ben Con I've in Budget comments with another dog. Oh Shaman heavenly blues and Griffin Galaxies most wanted a bunch of weird and wacky comics or I try to throw as much crazy stuff and jokes I can as humanly possible into a page. Yes it shows it is so fun. It is so funny to just beautiful very excited. I'm so excited for starting out in two thousand four panel web comic strips and then going from there yes that was the time Those those Halcyon days of the two thousand which with every passing day. I realize how nothing from. This era has aged. Well I kind of wanted to talk about the process because we have tons of people I think who make comments on their own and things like that and you know. I just think that we talked to a lot of people that are at varying levels of creating their own work and trying to put their own work out there so because you do it so successfully I would like to know kind of what your start of getting. These comics made was so in terms of like my first with comics as a teenager. I did like silly. Little four panel strips. Where like I would take video game sprites and put together and Microsoft painted I and that was something like just kind of learning Dialogue and learning kind of the early stages of just working with the medium. I was Kinda lucky kind of in the early twenty tens Philadelphia where I was living at the time. Kind of had this Really cool vibrant Comic scene kind of spring up. That was really exciting place to be for like those few years whereas really going on and going strong and there are a lot of great people that have really We're able to help me figure out how to put the comic together and really helped me big out that process and it was through them all the editors and my first book I did Andrew Carl and Chris Stevens they connected me with Bruno Hidalgo and then pretty much wants to be in Bruno where hooked up. It was just off to the races with me and him like just from one to the next to the next. Yeah it seems like it right. There's been I mean even just the schedule that you've maintained for Griffin. I think they've come out pretty regularly. Yeah we've been trying to keep it. We've tried to keep a pretty consistent release scheduled for that the fact that we do release it in kind of eleven to twelve pages. Installments rather than twenty two twenty. Four pages definitely helps get it out there a little faster and and that's been kind of interesting how that modified release the benefits and how that's changed kind of the writing process. How that's changed the pacing for the series? But I think just the fact that we were able to play with that. Installment length is a really cool faceted digital com. Excellent not something we would have been able to do if it had been petitional monthly floppy book right unless it was because to me has kind of the feel of two thousand eighty story or something where you could see it happening alongside three other stories. That are kind of bonkers fund size stuff so we can strikes me as that and then I'm just like is it really just basically because of the length of the story also. How much fun would that be to others bonkers like stories like like oh? I would love that. Yeah that would be. Brilliant and thousand eight does it to varying degrees of greatness. They've also been doing it for so long. So this is like cheesy but I think the listeners will love this seren. I have such an incredible partnership. It's easy we meet every once in a while. Divide up work and the never check in. It just gets done you know. We don't even talk about it. Picks yes play cat cat. I need creative process. I send a lot of pictures of different panels. I'm reading from Comics that Sarah Bradley Twenty years ago and I'm like Sarah what is happening. And she's like well. Actually storm went through a phase where she didn't like to wear very much clothing and I'm like nothing but respect not thanked store. I'm not here to judge your gorgeous. Do whatever feels Aurora. Monroe can do whatever she damn. Well please absolutely absolutely. That is our other podcasts. Remember so i WanNa hear about your partnership with Bruno a little bit more. I mean you said you got hooked up through editors but like what is it like. What's your creative process like? Yeah I just want to say the art matches so perfectly remarkable. Yeah just brakes so it has an interesting because we've been working together so long we've never met in person e because I'm in New York and he lives in Barcelona.

Wow so when we first started out like it was a lot of work was put into just navigating the the language barrier which I think definitely kind of influenced my early comic scriptwriting just in the sense that like the descriptions really couldn't be flowery or elaborate. It really demanded that kind of approach comic book trips as like. I need to be clear indirect about what goes on the page right. Chris Claremont scripture. Yeah Lake this needs to be something that someone can understand. Who's not a native speaker so that was something that you know? I still kind of look at strips. And just on my Go-to is just like just be very clear. Direct and even if the panel description just feels like chunky and weirdly worded. If so so long as it's like as clear as possible is the focus and that was kind of a result of navigating the language barrier as we work together really when we went from Shaman to heavenly blues was definitely a turning point in that language barrier became much less of an issue and we were able to have a lot more communication usually still In writing just because that was still writing became easier to navigate than Talking especially because I apparently I have a weird voice as I've been told by everyone I've ever met everyone everyone I know I was. Everybody know who English wasn't their native language has told me like oh. I knew I was like mastered English. When could understand? What the Hell Are you say? What are we both harsh and a complement harsh Eddie hangups about my voice deep-seated insecurities what are you talking about? It's okay though because I was listening to one of our episodes and it sounded like Sarah and I were at a competition to see who could say the most words per minute. It was like it doesn't happen all the time. We are definitely both fast talkers and we get so excited. But whenever I'm with people who speak English as a second language especially. I was in the Netherlands for a study abroad opportunity and they were like bitch. I don't know what the fuck you're saying. Could you please slow down? I was like Shit. I didn't even know I was talking fast. But you know so me and Bruno especially in the heavenly blues on we're able to communicate a lot more and go into more detail on things and kind of talk influences and how we kind of envisioned things. Griffin is our third book. We've done together. It's point where it's very easy for me to visualize stories in his art style now and really try to write for his strengths. And I think as we've worked together we've just gotten better like I feel like I've gotten better at writing to his art and he's gotten better at drawing to my writing and at this point now it's at the point where I know I can give him almost anything and he's just got absolutely crush it. Yes the characters when they're talking in Griffin have very direct way of speaking so it kind of goes to that well but I just think every time I read it. What a good partnership. Yeah I completely agree. I think it feels seamless. It's hard to imagine the story of Griffin in a different form of art. I also you know we got a chance to read one of your scripts and I was gonna say it wasn't without art though you know it's not like you were wholly unable to do your thing as you go through it so to speak. It's really interesting to see the way you describe different panels or how sometimes you paste like even images you found on the Internet and so there's a suggestion of what the artists can look at what a dog can look at and I'm just curious like where did you learn to script. And what do you think are some of the keys to scripting so and I like that. You mentioned the images because to me. That's just one of the best tools you can have especially as like a comic writer. You're really writing for an audience of one. Which is the artist That's the only person that needs to really understand reference a why not include reference images. I've never worked if somebody who didn't like having reference images whether it's comics or my day job I've worked with back and forth notes a lot and if you can show something rather than telling that always always always works better and sends a clear message so comic writers don't feel like you can't use reference images they're great if you're struggling to describe something or oppose just send a reference image. Yeah it seems so obvious. You say it like that but like it was really revelatory reading the script and then you know. I got to see the ink later and see like how it got laid out and you got exactly what you want it right because you were able to communicate so clearly and words are metaphors right now.

This is all metaphor. So it's very difficult to communicate anything accurately and it's always like a suggestion. It's never my attitude towards these kinds of things always like if you have a way of thinking about it of visualizing it that way cooler go with your vision but if you're struggling just figuring out how to do like here's the way I was thinking. It could be done. Always want to make sure he just giving the artist options and freedom to do what they how they WanNa do it. Still because it's it has to be a partnership I was going to say it. Echoes a lot of the advice. I'm seeing people share on twitter right now about comic writing. And how if you know two different ones. I'm thinking of one was like. Oh my God please always send someone it was. Someone had drawn out knives out. They were sharing Brian. Johnson's knives out sketches. And they're like hilarious right because like stick figures and like the knives are all just like we're triangles and you're like what the hell is. How else do you draw knives? I still haven't figured it out. You're weird. Triangles. Looks Weird triangles. But Bruno's amazing. They didn't know triangles. Okay so that's why Bruno draws triangles. Ach make sense and I saw comic artists tweet. That was like listen. This great. You should always send your artis something because it shows them like what? You're what you're trying to picture and then you know yeah and then the other advice I saw was actually from someone who's a comic writer who was established saying listen. Whatever script you just wrote for your comic I want you to go and dry out panel by panel and right out the words in every comment bubble and right out the description. The narrative boxes like go write it out and then go at it your script and come show me what you I was like. That's really smart is really advice about so when I was I kind of like really trying to teach myself comic writing. I was in college spot comic book. Writing isn't really a classic it's taught can't really add like Jane austen in Stanley on the same class schedule. So what I was doing. I was just working on scripts. I'm not sure there's something I can make like. I need to just right. I like a full issue was like I need to figure out how the media works. You figure out how to pay said how a page actually works like how panels and pages works so what I would do was like with every page. You know I would try to like the panel breakdown and basic angle. Is You know with what I can do. My little stick figures you know. It's not something I still do. But early on in starting out it was a relate. Doing my own little mini panel. Breakdowns was a really useful. Way In figuring out how to learn how to navigate the page. What do you think that working on Griffin specifically has taught you? Because you are getting. You're going along becoming a veteran pretty much at this point. What do you think this series brought to you? So Griffin was a really interesting and it kind of fell to go into it almost like wistful English major short story. It did feel like a bit of a personal Creative full circle has definitely felt kinda bring the the new because with the character of Lila Griffin. I kind of reach back to my old web. Comic days and kind of the defining character type of this of the old web comic was because it was a comic. I started when I was fifteen and it was two thousand five and Chapelle show in South Park where required viewing at the time. Yeah Great Everything Age grade from that era. Oh yeah still. I mean every day we love to have conversations about how great South Park close kind of defined character. Was this tag inist Psychopath complete punk. Yeah definitely yeah you know these carriages pixelated sprite? So like there was the sense of like just no one really had faces just so removed from realism characters just wantonly murdering pedestrians and just being corrupt. And you know random drug humor from a fifteen year old. Who's never had a sip of beer. Who totally knows how drugs work? Yeah fucking way to go down there and I think these characters just being these witty psychopaths doing whatever they wanted whenever they want it and paying little consequences except in just these weird bizarre situations they find themselves thrown into but it was very much the sense of these characters resorting to just like wanting comedic violence but very much from this teenage 2000s place of immature dial is and this is like oh. I don't care about anything. Ardo sacred cows make fun of everything Blah Blah so if Griffin who was what if we went back to that kind of like that character type of where it was like who just had that much energy that much forward momentum who's pure base wants were strong enough to just drive every other character and plot event where they didn't need to be an inciting incident because the character just was a walking inciting incident but you know and especially in the wake of certain traumatic events that might have happened to the body politic around circuit.

Twenty sixteen or so. What No. I guess I'll have to look on the Internet and yes very obscure events like what if we took that old to like kind of protagoras psychopath but instead of caring about nothing. Apply those traits. Who cares about everything kind of got almost absent of politics and then apply to politics in the extreme like take that same sense of satisfying unleashed Cathartic. Id but now point it in various specific ideological directions because I did want to have these characters be extremists. Very much driven by a clear ideology. Even if it's an ideology they find themselves questioning and has contradictions. It's I really just wanted to have Griffin's very just clear on your mission even if it is a mission of destruction be what drives the plot you know part of what kind of inspires everything ideal is what will I have fun doing. Like what are playgrounds? I haven't played in. Like what genre intones and settings and just character devices and storytelling tropes do? I WanNa just mix and match and have fun with and play with and Griffin is very much my well if I never get to do like star Trek. This is my star Trek by Insane Gender Queer Anti Fascist like anti-human star Trek. And it's so good. Good what I think was so clever. Me and there's we could talk for forty five minutes about that so many clever different pieces but I felt like Griffin was such a real character like someone who had a really clear code but also really clear thing that they wanted a really clear way of looking at the world and what matters and what doesn't but then also troubling those notions over the course of the plot of twelve issues and I think that that makes for such an interesting read. Because you don't have to like them to understand them and you don't have to agree with them to understand them but damn if you're not gonna be like fuck those are some good points though you know even if I maybe I disagree with some of those are very good points. You're making me blush. That is pretty much exactly the reaction I was hoping like people would have to like Griffin and our actions. We haven't talked about basically anything. Queer relief food has got to be a record for us to go. This long hedge funds all of us. I mean real I mean one thing. I guess it's important to talk about. Just how do you think that quickness influences your work obviously having read your work I think I can maybe attested that in some ways? I think this especially as I've become more aware of my clearness has played a big role. You know the book that I will be announced next month. You know writing that actually did play a pretty big role in me figuring out in coming out as non binary so it's even just like writing queer something comics has influenced micro- life But I think especially coming out as binary Which happened between heavenly blues and Griffin identity? And that was a turning point and you can kind of see it not that there isn't queer elements in heavenly blues. Especially you know everything with You know the Queer Cowboy Character Coin Counter Turner. I think quickness is definitely a more fundamental thing if griffin. I think it's much more baked into the DNA especially with Griffin being non binary much of the focus on the book being and their past relationships with both men and women. And I think you know even the main villain being queer. I think especially in a book with so much is about fascism and repression. Having about like this I feel like there's always the punk rebelliousness to Queer nece and I really felt it was important to have that be not sub textual but very textual and it was very important to me that Griffin as a non binary person still be very human. I really wanted to stay away from what I call Techno-babble non binary which is always wear the character's non binary because of some science fiction or magical resort. It's like oh I'm I'm non binary because as an elemental plant spirit plans.

Don't understand your concept of male and female and it's like rate on I wanted to say it's humanizing but that is clearly what I'm saying like the the problem right lake. Oh Wow I could never conceive of binary gender exactly. I can't even conceive of how you perceive gender unless you're non human thing you know there's definitely good. Examples of non binary representation that are still there science fiction and fantasy like I think one of the characters that doesn't fall into that is Danny the street and doom patrol Otani. Yes yes. Yeah the Danny the street fan base. Because that's what makes it is that they're not not because I'll send she and geography doesn't have gender but because this is the gender identity they are most comfortable like identifying as and that makes all the difference in the world but even still with Griffin as a main character in a science fiction setting. I just wanted them to be a regular non binary human being like exists now and has always exist throughout human history and I wanted to show them being on by using day then pronouns still being like a sexual human being so that was all important to me to just making Griffin. Not just a character is not really making them everything. Normal main protagonist would get to the. It made me think we were saying that about you. Know seeing the universe has had this non binary characters and season one of Stefani but in this in Steven Universe Future. They actually created a human character. Who'S NOT BINARY? Shep VOICED BY NON BINARY ACTOR. India more and I was writing about that for some list. You know how you do and I remember just thinking like that Stu different former representation really is a new Pity but SHEP is just much more real representation absolutely and it's like the problem that I always get into this with people about Janet on the good place is I'm like I don't need to be perfect binary that doesn't make me perfect and also like this is what really gets me with. Janet is like her lover is Miss `gendering her y'all regular important plot point genders her and then like his cool thing is calls her not a girlfriend and I'm like that's like the best we can hope for like you could just sort of Miss Gender. I hate it. You know a wonderful character who I love but yes yeah yeah I mean I've been thinking about Griffin a lot today but I think that's what I really love about Griffin is Griffin is not expected to be perfect. Or somehow you know people confuse non binary with androgynous people confuse non binary with a skinny person with short hair and white. You know people make all these assumptions about what binary means in Griffin is some of those things and not other of those things and is a person in there really understandable in their person. This you know and I love the way that Miss Gender is handled in the comic. It's like so perfect because at first he keeps miss `gendering Griffin and Dow is like. Does it right every time? I don't think I've ever conversation. I think telly just starts. `gendering believe it. Deathly I was definitely every instance of Miss `gendering in the comic was something I really did. Put a lot of thought into because I do know a painful thing. But it's also very real part of the non binary experience I've found and also just for what the reach our You know they're evil fascist empire. Nothing about them makes it seem like they would be cool with gender nonconformity so I tried to be mindful of like what the world even if it makes it a crueler harsher world Because they are picking Evil Space Nazis they suck in every way but also and I love that you hate that uplift Talladega because I did become my way of showing some early evolution in telecom grips relationship and kind of show because most of the hat when telecasts using she her for Griffin and miss. `gendering them That's when they're really are really more Griffin's hostage than anything else. They are the result of like a plane. That's gone totally out of their control and they're really being kept on the ship for the most part against their will and then as telecomms starts to spend more time with Griffin. See how far they're willing to go especially to save people to see how much more effective Griffin's methods are in this universe and really kind of willingly stay on the ship and be apart.
