Is You keep making more of them. A chance to redeem or adjust some representations. Let's say Yeah definitely this is like your wheelhouse. Tell me about your your comedy. I'm obsessed with all of those comics. Van Pelt for instance around since the sixties but she gets revamped in the ninety S and revamping. But she gets you know. Rebooted very much Morris actualized. She becomes extremely sexualize around the time. She's still really good character. She has only gotten better in the last several years. And it's mostly because a lot of women who have been writing her. There's been men who did really good takes on Van Perlas well. One of my very favorite runs was vamp rail volume for where she first gets her long term girlfriend. Obviously people do great stories of either gender. It's just more likely the woman is going to do a great job on a character like Van Perla because this is a character that has been so hyper sexually so many times by men and then you still even now you go to buy a Van. Perla comic and the cover. Is You know negotiable. Sometimes it'll you something that's really great looking. And so many of the best artists in the world work on that comic. But sometimes you also end up with the brokeback physician that we talked about before. Or You just have like a cover. That's basically just vamp role is ass or something or like just her crotch. She's on her hands and knees or something all of those things where you're just anything to. Your Point Sarah. The reality is if you're a gender minority you know what it's like to be treated like a piece of meat. Yeah and so you are going to be thinking about that when you represent someone in a comic. Maybe has historically been represented that way. We're not against Van Barilla's costume whatever she wants to wear. We're like more power to Ya. Honestly I WANNA make a note that there's different characters in different moods and different tone if Jean Grey shows up dressed like vamp rela than it's out of character and it just doesn't make sense van Perla dressing like Pearla makes perfect. Sense is literally part of the plot that she is from a planet where everybody dresses that way. Yeah like she was like stripping in front of her therapist. And she's like I don't know why you all stifle yourself so much with all this cloth. Yes yes I believe in love this and support this and you go be yourself and Perella. She's empowered and that's something that's very important in that helps you differentiate because never have been. I mean I'm a lesbian and I'm not against sexy lady is but I am definitely against objectification and there's a huge difference between those two things. A lot of people make bad faith arguments. There's a lot of bad faith arguments of Oh we'll loop was different about it if I do this way or that way and it's just you know that you know what the difference is we can tell when we look at it if it's something that is obviously just kind of male centric porn or whatever early soft porn probably but still you know like. She appears almost entirely naked on a lot of covers. So you know. And that's alienated some feminist. I don't always think that that's correct because I think that as we said she completely owns right. Yeah but there was a huge crop of women that dressed exactly like that in the nineties. Yeah regardless of if it really fit their personality or exactly Angela barely whereas e close but she's wearing armor so it makes sense same with Red Sonja. There's also a fucking God. It's it's a little different when these characters. Maybe don't feel cold the way that you and I feel cold right right. Like Squirrel girl does not wear any of it even though she has for think about this but I think it's interesting that like you know there are other ways to depict people. Yes I think.

You Know Hyper sexualizing outfit. And doesn't have a lot of character. Grow recapitulating a reality. That happens to survivors right. We don't need that. We don't need us not with commentary on IT OF WHY. That's most exactly so yeah. I think that that is another case of greatness and then we just keep going through this list. I mean there's characters were sexy lady characters that haven't really been revamped. You have like lady death and stuff like that. I think the lady death is kind of still the same and you know whatever I don't want to be mean about lady death because whatever she is fine to me. I always make those adjustments to where I go. There is obviously a market for this somebody. Who's coming in here and buying these comics? So I don't WanNa say like don't do it just because I'm not a big fan but I do want to be clear that there is a reason that women feel uncomfortable often. Buying that comment absolutely absolutely. I also think that there's something in. It's exactly what Gail Simone did with Red Sonja. It's exactly what happens with the leader chastity where it's not just we're GONNA put more clothes on them more we're GonNa let them be in charge their story. Those are important things are they can be important things right like those are great shirt. Whatever but it's almost like the actual storyline. Lets them come face to face with this sort of discrimination right and let them deal with it? In a way where it's super empowering so chastity storyline gets to move from being like the victim to be like this in she's bad ass even in the early stuff. I don't mean to like denigrate that at all maybe I do. I don't know asterisk. I'll come back to this. I won't and you won't know they didn't so chastity is just such a cool character. She she like blade. She's got a lot of blades skills except she's like this cute little hobby. Not that I mean it's hotting. I'm here for Blade. She's just a different kind of hockey. He's also an actor and she's like a struggling actor and just you know maybe she's good at which is not without good out is unclear and I just love her because she is this feminine and not and violent and not and vampire and not and whatever binary you have she just breaks them down and I think that's such a credit to the Leah Williams. Yeah if you wear your outfits whatever you want you will get cat called in and to bring that comparison. I think sometimes like Oh you must be cool with the Salud economically. Must be cool with this right. That's not how any of that works. No and also you know there's just various reasons why it would be not always the most comfortable thing or you know there's times where you'll read a comic and you go. Why is this character not wearing anything? You know those kind of the deal breaker for me. A lot of the Times as one very just don't understand why she's being constantly sexualize.

I think that just entire situation is that at a certain point. They tried pretty recently to redesign fan. Perlas costume and make it kind of jam rush where it has.
