We should talk about that because actually I was just thinking about that. I love that on a regular basis in the early seasons. Giles is still trying to prove himself. He knew jazz chest out there. It doesn't exist in sort of human law out like we don't have laws for how to deal with this. It's the same reason. Buffy can slay vampires because there are no laws that deal with Vampires Right. And so yeah. I mean we'll have to find justice and she can't find justice she's GonNa focus on it and some vengeance yeah. I don't know what that has to do with Sweden's specifically other than the fact that he never should have let it happen. It's just like this is something that happens all the time barrier gazes just. It's tough now and it happens for no reason happened last year with a major character on. Tv I'm on multiple TV shows. Yeah it just. It's devastating and there's just no excuse for it there. Isn't you exist in this world where you can use Google where you could read about what people are doing then like around. Your characters stopped fucking killing queer characters. Kismet is the first Muslim hero or one of the first. I believe the I. I don't think that there's ever been something that disproves that. I'm pretty sure that this was the first Muslim Superhero Certainly in the US but yeah he appeared in bomber comics number one in one thousand nine hundred eighty four. So he's the first superhero who was identified to be Muslim. It's not to say that couldn't have been them but they weren't explicitly so yes and also once again when we look at Comic Book History. How strongly Westernized I guess it is is something that we can never take for granted and especially when we're talking about a Muslim hero. There might have been Muslims superheroes and we just don't superheroes like a term that could refer to all kinds of people. I'm totally with you young. It's the first us-based Muslim superhero that was identified to be so yes that is correct dot dot dot because once again comic history is full of surprises but they brought this character back pretty recently. It looks like I think it's a sixteen twenty eighteen so it's later because they definitely talk about trump like all of the time in this so this is a really interesting comic. I thought that out of all of the comics I've read lately. This kind of piqued my interest in a lot of ways because it blends politics into the narrative which is usually something that I find pretty questionable whenever you're using actual images of the president and like putting him into this narrative and the way that they do but obviously. There's nothing that we can overstate about. How impactful this presidency specifically was and is on the Muslim community so the fact that like they are making that commentary and it is such a political taxed I think is so fitting for it and it works so much to its favor in a way that I think is very rare so I appreciate it a lot and thought that this is the way that you do that right. And it's totally from the perspective of people who are being actively attacked by this administration. So obviously you know if you're if you're trump van don't know why you're listening to this podcast know why like why you would be interested in anything. I have to say super. Don't know why you'd read. Kismet fade either. But you know that's kind of the thing is is like the negative portrayal or I mean. The truthful portrayal of this situation was very interesting. Who are you know people who are just like well? Why wouldn't superman just fix the world and it's like because you can't fix people like that's the problem and so no matter what? Superman does for us. He can't fix our inner worlds. He can't fix what kind of people go out and commit murder you know. He can't fix that. That's something completely outside of his control and so for somebody to say that is kind of like once again. You're putting everything on this one person who can do everything but he can't do that you know it's like he's already doing every other thing that he could possibly do for us and you're saying why can't he fix my emotional life as well so. I think that that's what we're going to interesting conversation. And it is true to a certain extent. You know there's people who in real life are just complete jackasses who read Superhero Comics. And we have those conversations all the time whereas like what comics. Were you reading? If you think comics weren't political twenty years. Yeah we have those conversations because it's definitely people who are just kind of putting you on anything that they don't WanNa hear and focusing on exactly what they want to see which is usually that's where you see like the male power fantasy that we hear so much about whereas just a bunch of dudes beating up on other dudes or whatever that's not the superhero comics world. That I read. I see that part as well but it's not the extent of it to me. I always like to look deeper. Kismet Menefee is the act of looking deeper. You know like this entire comic is just them looking deeper into that and kind of explaining it a little bit and kind of having their hero. Step away from being the hero. All of those things are super interesting. And I think it's a really significant move as you were saying especially at the moment in time where where so many Muslims all Muslims are being targeted by this administration and where Kismet is like. Well what am I going to do? Go beat him up like that's not going to help anything so they want to it. I right Yeah Yeah. Gosh just like this guy up and then it's league. Everybody around him goes. All that's going to do is put the focus on you again. And like yeah. That's not GONNA fix anything. But it's going to make you be the focal point of everybody's conversations you know it's GonNa turn into him versus you. There's billions of people who are affected by this person. You know like you can't simplify it like that. And he understands and steps back it's amazing and it's I think it represents a shift from individual power to people power in. I think that that is. Great power comes great responsibility and whatnot but to really say like Oh to come to a conclusion that says I should not use. My powers is very different. Most heroes you know come to the conclusion of must use my powers right and of course their stories were about that and it makes sense most the time right here it really makes sense. The story is about how we develop community resilience in the face of an administration that is trying to kill us as a very different question and I think it is. So well grappled with in this story and I just I love the art to the artists like show distinct and beautiful. Do you watercolor interesting. Yeah I guess I wouldn't be able to say at this point. You can do watercolor via computers right so this guy. S as a watercolor style. It's like Watercolor Shia. It's really cool. And his superhero costume is full of stereotypes. But they've made. It seem more organic to who he is. And this point it's beautiful. It's compelling it's insightful and frankly it's different from anything else I'm reading. I have read about superheroes. Yeah it stands out hundred percent. There's a really interesting scene where somebody tries to steal his Cape and his Fez which is where he gets his power and he just gives it to them and then the Cape kills the guy but it's interesting to see a superhero.
