Our teeth into this makes me crack up because I'm just thinking of all of my terrible experiences. Whenever I I started getting into comics I also got into supergirl. Whenever they first started her I think in Nineteen ninety-six started a super girl series at that time she was pencilled by Gary Frank so it's not super duper male gaze. There is that aspect type thing to like almost all of the time. But it's not nearly what it later becomes so. I dropped supergirl once it kind of started being like Michael Turner covers. And just that Super Hyper sexualize incredibly Long Torso. Like what the hell does he think exists between like herbs and her hips. Like right. Now you know fourteen miles right and yes. She's like a teenager in that comic in Schubert's sexual ones that kind of started happening. I didn't really WanNa read supergirl anymore. Sad because I am the exact demographic who should be reading supergirl and does read supergrass things that was like one of the only comics. I could read whenever I was that had a female protagonist because in the ninety S. Weren't that many. Yeah I mean there were but they didn't have their own series so she kind of went from being that really important character to me being kind of like. I don't WanNa read it anymore. And it makes me feel weird. It kinda sucks or them to draw her like that. I guess so I get to the art. Does that big of a role and the it can completely turn you off of a character. You know it makes me think of you and I. This is actually how one of the ways we became friends. I was reading a comic and I found this panel of Cilacap that was just so distorted and it was exorcist. Distorted like her head had to be rotating off her neck her face and also her torso right but like her shoulders. Were forward but her boobs were kind of showing and she was looking back in her ass was like but we're like totally splayed out displays and I was like she is broken. All those homes are broken. Her face was looking back but her ask was also looking back. They call that the brokeback position a lot. Because that's what it looks like. It's kind of unsettling cat sometimes not like brokeback mountain. Not The good brokeback back. Like artists drawing anti anatomy weird anatomy. That wouldn't even work for a Barbie doll I goes. It's just very strange but the happened to a lot of characters. Definitely almost all women have been drawn at some point or another character now. He is back in betsy products body and she has kind of a full suit of armor. Kinda Schumer is so. That's kind of Nice but for years for years. It was like that for her and I wanted to say that you know women can wear whatever they wanted it. Cetera ET CETERA. That's not really the issue. The issue is definitely the fact that it's just artists not being able to draw a sexy woman unless she is in. This weird contorted position. Totally totally 'cause we we're big fans of Perella. You know it's just like such a cool exciting and important right like it was one of the very first maybe the first to feature lesbian. I'm actually I think that maybe dykes to launch. Tells Dykes to watch out for was actually first ones. And there's ones that you know had different formats. Obviously you know one of the creators. Women's comics that went on to do their own comics were making lesbian content in independent books for a long time. But this was a early syndicated strips. I guess easiest right way to say it. Yeah exactly. Exactly one of the earliest syndicated strips. So many words that are specific to comics. Yes I love it. I had not read it before. I read this trade paperback volume. It ran from nineteen ninety eight to two thousand eighteen. That's twenty years. That's wild. Nineteen Ninety Eight. You said. Yeah yeah that reads like a late ninety s lesbian era yet. It's an interesting book to read. Because it's definitely kind of a little stamp from the past right like you have things that are certainly not necessarily super relevant right now. This is kind of a moment in time. I think that you know dyke culture has kind of moved around a lot since but you also see a lot of the typical stuff that you even see today where like people are kind of arguing over politics in this kind of centrist way and kind of like what role should I have in this. There's a huge generation of people in the community who kind of get out of the constant crisis of the eighty s and they were like cool like it's more accepted now but it's still not and then you know the democratic ideal and stuff like that. I think that there was a lot of that in the career community of this time. I'm a little bit later so I feel I was always in a pretty radicalized community but I look at this kind of say this is super radical for what they're doing because everything is this act of just a rebellion in of itself being out and being proud of it and having an open. Discussion of being queer is just stuff. That wasn't going on you know so. That's something that I think is really interesting. Is I look at stuff like this in the same. Sometimes dykes to watch out for is. There's not as much politics as I think. We see a lot of the life story web comics today but then I also think well this was win that was like literally so political was just to be like dykes to watch out for such a polarizing title for the time but this is very similar at the medically absolutely and you know what. I was just thinking when you were talking about like the different politics at the time and whatnot is you know the grease bats comic. That's much more contemporary. And actually just had I think the first trade paperback volume come out in. Twenty nineteen is sort of a much more diverse in terms of clearness racially gender identity. What clearness means People Trans Inclusion version of Jane's World McCarthy of Jane's world is like my uncle's generation of lesbian and Bisexual? Day In the life comics.

I just think it's neat to see the different continuum of of Queer comics history. And so when I read this. I was doing exactly what you describe. Sarah I was like wow. This is almost like a history book of like what things were like. And what was important or most important to people that time but we're kind of setting it up like it's more political than it is. It's really just like the story about Jane. Wyatt who's like a young lesbian in northern California. And she has a roommate Ethan and then it just follows her life and his life with their circle of friends who are like lovers and X. is are we friends. We're going to have sex in this river as we get swept away like it's really really really cute and I didn't know this but when it ended right after its twentieth anniversary of the publication ended with Jane marrying a significant character who was also queer woman and so it was pretty cool that they publish that and what I was realizing. It's the first gay themed comic to be distributed online by a national newspaper syndicate. That's what I was remembering the first of and you know it's black and white. It's a lot of just like really cute hair like like how the hair is really distinct in it like all the characters clearly care about like how they look exceptionally Ethan. Ethan's kind of a mess. But that's what makes him fun. Yeah and I loved it. It's just like who slept with who who's GonNa Sleep with. Who who's back with the person they were with before. It's just really really cute. I think it represented a lot of what I experienced in or like. Some of the things that I've experienced in queer community again dated in a perfect way. It should be dated. It is meant to capture the late nineties and going into the two thousands. I'm shocked that it was running into. Yeah that is Kinda surprising. I think that there was a time period. Where almost everything I washed was like lookit lesbians dating all these other Lesbians and playing the field or whatever that's like a lot of L. Word and I think that that's just something where they're kind of reflecting what they're seeing was or something. It looks super different now. So it's always very interesting to look and see how much change there's been. Just kind of indyck subcultures. Just in this time period you know over the last twenty years or thirty years we kind of went from having a bunch of things like go fish by agenda Vir Turner or something like that where it's these commentaries on this wider community and I personally never really was in a big community of Queer women. I think I think I've always been A. I don't know my group has always been like a little bit different. I guess so is very interesting to be able to read this and be like. Oh there used to be like whole networks. I guess before we had. I mean nine hundred. Ninety eight was like beginning of the Internet and like all of that kind of stuff but his pretender right so we had a lot of different changes. Absolutely I think that's such a great way of putting it in. It's almost like a time capsule of what this period of time was like for these people I mean I think that they are predominantly white. I don't know if they're all white. I can't remember no. She has her roommate. Oh yeah okay. Who's a really cool? Character does really doesn't get that much screen time in us by seemed really interesting so I'd like to see more of her. If this was a comic. That was happening today. Totally what I think is important about it is that we have this long history of Lgbtq created comics like you were talking about lots of ones that have not been preserved or only existed in archive. Or what have you? This happened to be the most commercially successful one. And so we do have a trade paperback volume that collects if not all of them damn near all of them and I think that it's really cool to think about where page braddock was coming from. And what she was trying to do through this comic and we can talk. Hugh and I always talk about like respectability politics but I think to some degree. The point of this was just like hey where people were. Women are just like you or just like what we expect from people. In sitcoms rate has a very queer friends feel to it to me Ellen. Yeah Ellen Show exactly I was. I was just reading an article about that. That was really good but yeah I think it's so important for being what it is and I think you're right to say like lots of things have changed and grown in our communities and our comics and representations since that time and that's it's important to know where we come from so we can reference it in ways that other people may not get but people who are big fans of genes will understand so as as quick creators we can be part of a continuum of a conversation. And I think it's just like really funny like I found it super duper funny and and like you said I never was in a community that was like one hundred percent lesbian or one hundred percent where women I've always been in gender diverse queer community but like it was fun to be like.
