This is a surprisingly difficult question. Absolutely because even when they're death is handled. Well there's problems too. We were just talking pretty recently. About crisis on infinite earths and how sexualize supergirl looks in her desi and even though it is this incredibly powerful moment beautiful and just so impactful scene but it also has kind of a visual element to it. We're like really so. I think that there's one though was the first one that comes to mind for you for me. It's actually from Bitch Planet and it is make Hautmaki. Oh yeah he's killed at the end of like the first arc and it is devastating. Yeah it is unexpected. And it's like a really important moment in the story line because it's what really defines what's wrong in this society. It's like they think for this moment. That if they play Meta tron they will be able to earn their freedom. I not convinced this is rigged and then they figure out how to make it fair quote unquote and then. Her neck is snapped on the field by guard right from the opposite team. And it's just they freak out and of course of course and it's just so devastating the characters all react with such violent emotions and reactions. Of course they would. Of course they would. And you really feel the anguish. And that's what Bitch Planet is about. Which Planet is about how women particularly Asian women particularly Black Women? How their bodies are commodified? And how Trans? People are treated in this society that believes in a binary where women are submissive to men. And it's meant to be painful and it's meant to be a reckoning. I really firmly see it as a reckoning on behalf of the conic with Caprivi Age white women do horrible things in bitch play. They do horrible things to other white women of color. It's terrible this happened to also because Mako was determined to play Meta tron. They didn't want to put her on the team because she's tiny right and so many turns about wait so you can have a certain number of players on the field but based on their weight and so make could be on the field at the same time as penny role and penny role is huge awesome. Oh I live by your own my heart and so they have make. Ob Super Fast and penny could take a bunch of guards and so make Oh decides to be on the tape make. I am how you win. I am how we get off this fucking horrible planet. And so she's in control of her fate right and so though her death is tragic and proof of how brutal this world is. It is based on a decision. She made yeah until there's a triumph too. Yes and into me like a real important aspect is did. The character make the decisions that lead to their right. I think the defining feature of frigging Alexandra dewitt is not a character who makes decisions right. She is used as a prop to motivate green lantern. Mako Machi is not killed to motivate anybody. Right it's a de motivator. If anything they are so depressed afterwards what are we like? Oh my God yeah and I think I felt right which is a big thing with the biggest problem with fringing. Its own now. He's sad for three issues but then he's over it and it doesn't matter. Yeah soon as he defeats the villain. He's back to normal and getting someone else and it's like what. Yeah Yeah Yeah. That's what sucks about it so bad so I would say our friends the good the bad and the basic podcast had up a few times that Joyce Summers on buffy that her death was handled really. Well I agree with that. That episode is devastating devastating. They do such a great job. At withholding a lot of the lake sound they would usually put to make the show funnier or softer or or thrilling. And so there's just a lot of broken heartedness. Yeah in a really tender way and it's something that's going to continue to affect these characters for the rest of the series.

The buffy tried to find even when Joyce got sick you know. Buffy tried to find supernatural reasons. Because you wanted something. She could fight so she could protect her mom. You know that that's feels like such a humanizing moment for buffy but it's like Joyce doesn't get sick because of buffy right Joyce's sick because she has a brain tumor and it's totally irreversible. There's nothing that buffy can do it just as final incomplete and done the office of terrorist with new reason completely meaningless like disconnected from who? She was as a character. She Warren like nothing. Never know and it's her first night back in her home on my like it. Just the layers of horrible that that death is. I think the Joyce's is allowed to be again like tender. Yeah the other one that I thought of because I think that it's a pretty good example. Also from TV is killjoys potter potter. Is this significant female character. Who is a poor little rich girl kind of character? And she really does like figure out who she is in the course of her storyline and she decides to use her privilege to help the people on this planet of minors and as she's like sitting down to sign this document with this other powerful woman she signs it and then the woman stabbed her and kills her and it's because she put herself on the line they know she's capable of murder at this point she has killed people and it sucks it sucks. It totally sucks from Potter is. I think. It should suck. When a character dies it should really just suck. It sucks when people die it sucks. It's just like heart of life but it sucks. I hate when it's treated so lightly. And I think in the Solo Movie Val dies and her husband her companion for business parter. Her friend is like well guess. Go on another highest it. Everything about the story about the character all of that and I think in every way that's truly potter's The opposite as Joyce as is again make Hautmaki Bitch Planet. You had another example. I think in the X men's inferno series that whole time period. They had to this and that story was Ileana. Rasputin who's going to be in the new mutants movie. That's magic so ill Janas whole arc was just awful. She is with her brother Colossus. They are on a pretty standard X. Men mission she gets pulled into limbo dimension which is essentially held by a creepy older. Dude named Velasco. She watches the X. Men Either die or become transformed by the evil of Limbo. So Kitty pryde is there. She becomes actually very catlike 'cause she grows detail and she is vicious Ileana despite how much she loved Ileana because to her ill Janas just this relic of who she used to be. Basically and she can't live with that and so her and Ileana have this incredibly complicated relationship where Ileana wants to see her as her best friend. But Limbo has changed Kitty. Pryde and may be this terrible creature and it does it to everybody there except for storm who becomes like a wizard also exception yes. So storm helps raise Liana and train her but Balasko eventually kills storm and ends up with magic and so magic is just abused really badly and gaslight and terrorized by this guy who's essentially king of limbo or whatever and whenever she gets back to the six one six her regular world she is fourteen years old they just saw her and she was six and nobody knows really what happened to her there and she doesn't talk about it but everybody sees that there's this new kind of demonic energy around her so her story just goes along and along whereas basically her being kind of inside and having these like evil motivations and things like she also was twisted by limbo and having to rein in because she loves her friends so much and that's a lot of what her arc in new mutants is so once we make it to inferno that's whenever limbo comes to earth right. There's there's literally toasters that come alive.

Come after people and it's so fun but that trump so much how appliances come alive in comics especially just so so good but that is amazing and that whole story is great because Ileana has this arc where she just goes and does things that are questionable and she feels like she's always losing control of herself a little bit to her darker side or the dark child the sword all of that but she in the end chooses to be good to sacrifice herself that is why she goes right and that's the end of her story effectively for a really long time. She eventually comes back of course but she's turned into a child again and then she dies of the legacy virus and she's dead for a really long time she comes back eventually. It doesn't get better for a really time. But she does the right thing. And it's she chooses her friends and she chooses to fight for things that she believes. And I think that that was very important and it happened. Alongside Madeline prior's death and metal in prior is like a clone of Jean Grey. Cyclops married whenever Jean grave was at the bottom. No He's Iraq. But he's Super Ereck to Madeleine leaves her. He walks right out on her and she's a kid cable. Hughes later to become cable you causes that whole situation. So Madeleine has all of the reasons to become media of the X. men and she becomes media of the X. Men. She tries to kill her own child and tries to kill all of the x men and she becomes the Goblin Queen and as bad as she has like costume right. Oh God it's a bonkers costume. It has a lot of undue happening and the other day I was thinking about home. More people should 'cause Goblin Queen and Goblin prints because Golden Queen has his outfit. Where you're like. That's kind of sexist people like what's going on. But then her boo of the time. Have Ig where's the same outfit? So he's wearing tiny little brief in like all of that so it's funny because it's like at the beginning. God that's really sexist. I wonder why she's wearing that and then have it comes out of the bedroom wearing the same thing like ready to approaches day. You know and just go through life dressed as the Goblin friends about it but I was like. I really wish that people would cause play those two more and then I remembered all of the reasons why you would never do that. For instance if you have a child at all you probably don't WanNa cause play as Madeleine prior. That would probably send a wrong message to a lot of people. So that'll in in the very end ends up. Basically getting merged with Jean Grey's consciousness so what that is is the Phoenix Madeline gene or three different entities and the way the madeline is defeated is basically Jean being like get in here you and they merged consciousness kids here know. I share a body with the clone of me and we are kind of three. Yeah they have all of the same memories now so even though gene is an either of those people they have the same memories which is weird. Because there's a bunch of weird things that that means that gene. Hastert remember for instance. She has to remember having sex with topic so shirt. That's her husband's brother. Madeleine did it. So she has the memory. Now it's pretty amazing care sharing a body. I'm like yes I am in I am in. I am in more of this please. Yes that whole thing. Basically gets dropped as a plot point. But I think that if you were GonNA end Madeleine story doing it in a way that or zas gene to access her compassion and to share space instead of pushing it away I think is the it's the most jeetan slash madeline conclusion that that story could have and I feel like she had an arc as much as I Miss Madeline and I always kind of wanted her to stick around and I think that her Scott actually had a really interesting and healthy dynamic between themselves before Scott went over did his Scott stuff. You guys Iraq but yeah. I don't know I think inferno handled. It's does that kind of had to happen for the stories to move in a different place. I think they did. Excellent with both of those does amazing. I WanNa hear as like an artist. Sarah how do you handle death in your work? I don't usually kill characters in anything. I write a lot of horror but I don't kill characters because to me. Death isn't the thing that's like the scariest. I mean because death effectively is the end of that story right but then the stories of other people continue and sometimes there's something really interesting about that but my relationship with death has always been kind of an interesting one. I think that I tried to view it as positively as I can you know and I just I don't know it affects me in a different way like loss.

I think is a long term thing so most of the time I just kind of avoid it because to me is the easiest thing to do to elicit a response from somebody and I just don't know that I've ever had it be that pressing a character. I'd you know I wrote that story in like the new flasher whatever which was basically a mother's body growing around a room Instead of death like I try to do stuff. That's weirder and I guess it's just I don't WanNa right about death that much. Yeah Yeah you know that's interesting. I think likewise I'm like that's not the most interesting thing to me sometimes grief. I think there's there's like a lot of absence like parental generation stories. Because that's also my story. I think grief in that way that is sustained so I'll have a character who misses a character from a longtime ago. Who passed away because to me whenever I lose people. You don't lose them all at the same time. And it was kind of wood so heartbreaking about it raise you have that gradual long process of loss of further laws like you. Don't just lose once. It's an ongoing loss process in ongoing grieving process. So I think it gets interesting as a creative point morally. I'm also just like people should just have to live with their decision. So kind of yeah. Try to force people to have to live out their full story. I Guess Yeah. Leave things open ended. I don't always want to make definitive death. Yeah I never have the story about like an assassin. It's essentially about like the assassin conscience and like realizing all the things she justified for her whole life for like you can't justify that and I don't know whatever it's enjoyable but I think the I don't like when death is treated super lightly. No and I think that every death I've experienced in she usually significant in my life and I think that like we have a cultural. It's really uncomfortable with grief. I think like that's what I prefer to spend my time portraying the grieving process if anything is like how how we grow through that. And how do we grapple with the loss of someone we love? It takes time for me whenever I I lose any person or creature that I hold valuable. I guess which would be most creatures. I have to think about it for a while and I have to sit with it before I ever actually have a full reaction a pointed out like twice now. That grieving is a long process. Like it's your whole life a and I think that if you're someone who's not lost someone I think that in general society wants people to believe that you just Kinda like move on And I have like a very firm believer that you never actually move on you. You learn to live with it. Yeah like I. The loss of my father was fucking horrible and I could totally had but I also like have learned to like remember the really amazing things about who that person was to me and to hold the complicated parts to like you know all the ways that it was just really fucked up my child you know so. I think it's I think when when stories oversimplify trauma relief these really complex human experiences. It just cheapens it for me like across the board suddenly like Your Romance Means Shit to me right now if you can't if you're gonNA include death and not include grief like you don't get anything like this has to be more weighty than that you know like the reason I liked. The Potter story from killjoys is like her boyfriend. Aaron Ashmore like that defines him for the rest of his life. It doesn't motivate him it. Actually Getting D. motivates him becomes very despondent and his friends like start to move on because again they're layer removed from the death so they have a different grieving experience. And he's like fuck. I can't handle this and that took like okay. Great and then like three seasons later. He's still fucking broken up about it and I'm like thank you. That is what life is. It is difficult Yeah it's There's more to a. I think than we see ally and stories and I don't know to me that's more interesting. I guess you're here This week coming of the week is human star by Blue Della quantity volume to. Yes I love. Oh Human Star. I started reading a human star when I was so humans are a web comic and it has been collected two trade paperback volumes.

It's about coming out of the closet. It's also about trans identities. Because their daughter Sela was created by Brendan actually to look exactly like Alastair but then as she came into her own self she was like. That's not who I am. I am a woman and my name is Sola and I think it's a huge testament. That Brandon's like okay. That's who you are. I love you you you and then Alastair comes back to life. This kid has been alive for a while. Just being raised by Brendan and he's like. Oh so you were made after me. But you're Oh okay. That's who you are yourself and it's very very cool to see these. These Queer DADS who grapple with their own identities and also grapple with their kiddos identity and always come out the better for it and come out on the positive side of things which is not to say. There isn't conflict is just that they they find these really powerful ways to work through it. Then I think is really intriguing. Yeah I mean there's definitely conflict. I think that Brendan pushes a little bit. Too hard in certain parts of it. Because you know that's part of the thing is Alistair back in. The day was afraid of coming out of the closet. And then in the current day turns out that resurrecting him via android doesn't mean that he got over his fears. I Guess Yeah. He's still him right. He's not like a new person really.
