And it's like what are you doing. Like don't do that is like they said that about killing eve to and it's like no we see. She wants to bone her like the whole time zone. Other women she pulled company. Idaho's character right that whole situation. It's so queer but it's also that person's a murderer it would be hard to date that person that's even though there's such a strong report between those two characters and it is a very queer relationship. Obviously they totally want to get it on. I think that yeah. You can't just say well they don't so it's queer baiting because I mean she's a killer she is getting so dragged into it already you know. That's where we need a direct that I R- she is clear. I mean Scorpio is like a big butch lesbian who's desperately in love with catcher. And she says it all the time sometimes she uses the word friend sometimes she just says. I want to spend time with her. When will she wants to spend time with me? Those things are expressions of attraction in love and and connection that are queer even if we don't have the perfect label for them. That's the other thing to think about is. This is a world where it seems to me. Homophobia doesn't exist trans-phobia doesn't exist and that's the world Noelle. Stevenson wanted to play in one where we didn't have to walk around with like a hello. I'm queer hello. I'm by hello. I'm gay like signs because it could just be intrinsically part of the world. That's not enough for every show. It's not enough for straight. Creators is not enough for networks but when a queer creator is like hey I'm GonNa create something so fucking queer that everyone's queer you gotta be like fuck. Yeah I'm in. You know like it's so good you see people of all kinds of indeterminate. Genders in the show who are in relationships each other who are carrying each other. Who are like almost dying to protect one another. I don't know how much can you get. I mean I've written stories that are about entire marriages where nobody has. I think that there's just that emphasis on that. I guess is very bizarre. And it's definitely something that POPs up a lot so you think obviously when we're fucking saying that about cartoons that gets real sketch but then whenever we're talking about something like Kitty pryde sexuality or something. Why is it important because it's literally been raised? So yeah that's a big problem. You know. This is a big difference. It's also by a bunch of straight people and you know people who have a vested interest in not ever making that character be bisexual you know because of this this and this and this and none of them are really valid reasons for a lot of fans so yeah. I don't know I think that these cartoons all do a great job of actually there queer representation because once again I mean we are talking about a show that is like for everybody but you know for kids as well. So it's like all ages got to kind of keep it light on this stuff and then also there's tons of subtext everywhere. All of these characters behave queer. You know like I think that that's all extremely important stuff. That really gets dismissed in that conversation. And I'm kind of glad that there's less of that conversation popping up lately I guess absolutely and then I we have to give a salute to the first lesbian. A trench coat and a big hat are girl Carmen. Sandiego I mean she has to be a Rou because God. So what are the things that make us think of Carmen Sandiego as lesbian I would say her incredible dressings? How elusive she is. She's good at stealing. She's GonNa Steal only a girlfriend. Yeah lots of things fashion girlfriend. Yeah Wide Brim Hat. Very Lesbian trenchcoat very lesbian. These are all very lesbian things. The fact that she likes to do things jumped backwards off a cliff while laughing and you know all of a sudden like an inspector gadget helicopter. Pops out of her backpack and she flies away.

This week's comic of the week is Butch Heroes by RHEA bird. Oh what a cool project. So it's a little bit different than most of the comics we've been reviewing. It is a queer history project and slash art history project. That is about retelling. The stories of Butch people throughout history and a lot of these people were punished for their Bush. Nece to different degrees and a lot of them aren't remembered in history really and so part of what we do being in. This project is reclaiming that history and putting in in the context of the time describing people with the language at probably best represents them and without making any judgments about anyone's gender identity. I think it's really bold in part because there is a lot of discussion about gender identity and I know there can be some animosity between people who think that trans identities are threat to butch identities and Roselle is like no. We are not GonNa do that. We are just GonNa talk about who people were. We don't have to give them a new label or tell them who they have to be. Or what we're just GONNA use the TERM BUTCH WITHOUT ASCRIBING GENDER IDENTITY. Turn and just explore these identities. It is so cool. It covers people throughout history of all kinds of again gender identities but also of all kinds of racial identities. It shows people in these beautiful illustrations. That bro Delle created that are just really touching and some of them are well. People are being punished and so they're being depicted as they were punished but even in that they're such a tenderness to the depiction in such an honoring of that person's experience. It's really freaking powerful. I've found yeah I mean there's no disputing the powerfulness of this comic. It tells you these life stories. Broken down people I never would have read about. I'm a history buff you know. I've read tons and tons and tons of history. Where almost so he's written out so the fact of just being able to read this and to have you know any kind of a centering of butch identities I think is really important because of course that is something that I mean. I'm says Lesbian Aifili. People who look like me are pretty much the only representation in a lot of movies that we see and stuff like that. It's kind of fend for fem stuff all the time so just having a celebration of that at all is a huge huge thing. We don't see you know so it's very interesting to see it also being tied to so many historical events. Very interesting to me. Because you're looking at these things these massive events and you're going always there were people in every part of history like every single step of the way we had queer people. And here's what we know of their stories and so little of it remains so many more people must have existed who had queer identities of all kinds and we just don't know about them and so it's easy for people to just say queer happened five years ago or something like that something that's only existed for the last hundred years you know. Gay People didn't even exist before that except for like Oscar Wilde or something and it's just like no there's all shit people. We just got forced into marriages and gross terrible situation. So I read in these stories like some people lived as another gender. There are lots of people who lived as men in the world in this book without knowing if that was their identity or not. We can't make a judgement but lived as men so that they could be with their partners. And it's really incredible to see how people have always been really fucking good at gaming the system you know to me. That's really hopeful. In these stories date back to the Fifteenth Century in the book. And I think they're they're even some older ones. Because I was just bawling just like I didn't know I know these people existed. I didn't know what life was like you know. I think that we have a society that works very hard to keep. Lgbtq plus people isolated and to keep us convinced that we are new and we are wrong. Just like you were saying Sarah and to read all of this and be like God damn it. We've always been here. We were everywhere and we will continue to be everywhere. Gave me so much. Hope even in the face of the horrible things that happened to some of these people who are portrayed in the book right but then their stories to like the person who was just given the opportunity would not live as a woman anymore. You know like just wouldn't do and was put to death as a result of that so brave and it's you know the kind of bravery that nobody talks about it. We talk about how brave it was for like Paul Revere to ride a horse through town talk about whatever else you know like everybody else gets these her ROIC ARC's but in some cases and not very often but some cases you'll see people talk about you know people who were victims of inquisitions and things like that and the bravery that they showed. And that is epic braver. There's no denying that but people are never a part of that story and just being able to see how much of part we always are was such a important thing. I guess because even though a lot of these stories and tragically. There's not any guarantee that are stories. Don't end tragically like we all live in these tumultuous times and hatred towards gay people or Queer people has not gone away and it. Won't you know like probably not anytime soon? Unfortunately maybe someday in the future that we're all working for but not today so I think about it. Think about how people will try to raise our stories too so the fact that hundreds of years from now somebody might go. Oh that person you know really did something for their community or like really accepted themselves in this really brave way that we don't hear about that's the utmost of hope because that means that from the very beginning we're talking to ourselves you know like a thousand years down the line we're having these extended conversations with people in the future and people in the past and so that means that we never stopping existing. So I think that's all really beautiful absolutely. I think that the transmission of the book is really important totally in addition to I mean. There's so many layers here we could just we talk about this all day. I mean there's just so much take from but I want to talk a little bit about the Trans in my experience with it because I think that there are a lot of people who think that you're only trans if you go through a medical procedure or you're only trans if you use. Hr It or you're only trans. If if if if identifies transmit binary person and it can be really tempting to to minimize my own experience of the world. Because I don't do those things or a haven't yet is a better way of putting that because transitioning as a lifelong process. I firmly believe and I think that. What's so hopeful about? This is Roselle really says like these are trance stories. These stories these are non binary stories. And it's all of them and we don't have to any single person any label. We can just accept what they went through who they were like. You said Sarah their bravery and being themselves and helping their community and really honored those stories. That's something that I think is really really powerful. Because it provides again like we were talking about this counter narrative that says there were never gay people and I see any time we go into the archive. Anytime we reclaim stories. It's a very fake odium. Practice in you know Michelle McCoy was like listen. Let's go back to win. Let's go back to win and really believed in looking at what was in the archive and instead of accepting things for where they are examining them from where they came from and so you know he does the the history of madness quote unquote and he talks about. Where did asylums come from? They came from Lowell. The importance of history is in not the dominant narrative but in all the counter narratives that live with in that narrative or don't live with that narrative and I think that in that way Brodel has done something truly truly profound to say that Queer People Trans People Non Binary people are here have been here and even when you have tried to snuff us out by killing us by rendering our identities legal by making life damn near impossible to live by making our sexual acts illegal we will fucking survive if in nothing more than memory and lineage to one another and by Bro.
