Harris comics suggest acquired the rights to all the old Warren publishing material which is way of Apparat was originally published in the sixties and the black and white magazines So Harris had acquired all the Warren material through an auction so they also published Warrant also published creepy and Eerie and. I was a huge fan of creepy and eerie growing up. And Edit this editor actually knew nothing about the characters that appeared in creepy and Eerie. I started talking to her the convention and she was like. Oh Man I could can you. Can you come and help me with the stuff because I don't know any of this stuff so I pitched her bunch of new ideas and stuff spinning out of the original creepy eerie? And while that was going on they had their Parrella was already started. And I believe it was Kirk. Music was writing the original run of Of Parrella and yeah and he for some reason he had to leave the project lead that he left it like halfway through issue to Melanie. That's the name of my added or Melanie Crawford Chadwick. She came to basically in a panic and said. Can you pick up this? Can you pick up Van? Parrella for me can you? Can you do it and I was like? Yeah I think I can swain that I. That was my very first van. Parrella story was The second half of issue two of the monthly Ben Parrella title which I think grant for about five issues and then they stopped that and about my banking ninety four and started vengeance. Ampara and I was on that for twenty five issues as well as like mini series. That spun out of it and different characters. And stuff like that so that that's kind of original van. Parrella work was rate to Harris stuff. Yeah that's it's a vimpel has now changed companies. I think what is it three times other. Dynamite was originally Warren and then it was Harris and then dynamite a quiet her a couple of years ago so yes should not now. Her new home is dynamite. Which is where. I'm doing the new run of inches and Tom. You took like just a small break. Ray between the run and this one was about twenty five years x one series right because you did van. Parrella strikes right yet. That was that was different writers so I did like the first story arc and then there were a couple of other writers. David Quinn I think was D. Did A story ARC so yeah. I only did. I did one arc verve Parola strikes that with the artists was Ed McGuinness Yeah Superman DC. I think yes the avengers now for marvel instead who actually lived across the street from it when I moved out when I moved into when I moved to. I live in a small town call Stoughton Massachusetts. Okay when I moved in. I got this call from this kid who said Mississauga. I WANNA do comics. Can I your is show you my folio. God isn't q. The rest is history. I be huge. He's very I got him his his Parrella Gig. Oh wow that's so incredible. I have never heard that story. That is great. That is the strangest way. Almost that I've heard of. I've heard some pretty weird people breaking into comics story but a little bit but he was great.

I mean he came up to the portfolio. We look through and I. It was really good nice. We went to lunch. I think she might have done a COUPLA issues prior to that I remember that she does she does the Warren Ellis series that I think comes right after the ending of vengeance of I think he does. Do you think it's kind of helpful to have a character? 'cause I mean you know. Van Pill has died a few times and it doesn't really get address. They're just like well. You know or I mean I guess Van Perla lives. They do kind of be like she died but here she is again and obviously like continuity exchange so i. I was just curious if it's kind of helpful or ads or if it's a little bit different even just to have a character that you know is kind of songs continuity because so much other other comic books are so heavily entrenched Ryan. The character gets a bum rap for one thing I think. Initially when somebody sees the character they mmediately thank Jesus Christ. How a half naked woman are great? I mean that's terrible role. There is but I think once they go beyond the look of the character and get into the character herself. I think they see this. Jesus really strong Bad Ass of a character that they kinda go out. That's what she's about. I thought you just running around the bathing suit but yeah I think I think once you get beyond that look you Kinda. Scratch the surface of what a complicated character. She can be a lot of people. Don't give her that credit though they just go just go by the look they go in the cover of the book and then just skip from there. But I've actually had a lot of people that are said no trust me. Read this read. The character see the character embrace the character. But yeah definitely well and like. It's funny to be like I don't want to read this. Because she's scantily clad. We'll you're kind of being sexist saying that like Fed. We can't be bad as like we've talked about it before on the pod like we love that about Bambi. We like the. She wears what she wants to wear her choice to where the clothing and you know different routes that costume but like there's a reason and so. I think that we've always been like we. We love it like we're here for it. She also changes her outfit.
