I think about it a lot. Things I don't remember. Remember exactly the moment of when I saw poison ivy, but I grew up around. I had a comic bookstore. Right around the corner in San Francisco and I have an older brother and he would kind of take me. There and I felt very out of place, because it was all boys in there, and it was even run by a man, and I was always kind of looking for pink. Because you know as a little girl, I think I thought that's my section of of. Every stores the pink section. That's where stuff is made for me and I'd never there was no pink. And I sort of thought okay. I guess I. Guess I'm not really supposed to be here. But then I wanted to be cool like my brother and my brother's friends. Why would search the comic books for Girls? And I remember finding Poison Ivy Pamela is and I loved her hair, and I loved her that she loved nature like me and she she seemed very like a girl in a man's world, and that's how I felt in the comic book store, and so it was sort of this like. Early introduction to? Being other, and and not being the same as my brother, and at I, felt like a weakness, but I think it's being being such a feminist writer, and so much of my work, being very very deeply female driven. I think he was sort of the the genesis of so much as far as my tastes as far as How what kind of stories I want to tell? I want to tell stories about women behaving badly, so that was sort of the beginning, and that was something that I lived with for a long time, and then just got the idea for an origin story and and Mariah. Of course she does like really backed me up and pushed me to keep going further so that we can make it, and how about you Mariah? Did you have a connection with poison ivy before this short film? Similar to to. My Dad always. Always grew up cartooning in my house. My Dad introduced me to comic books at a Young Age and I think my dad was really really. Careful about the type of content that I was seeing when I was little, and you know making sure that I saw strong female characters, and I remember the first couple comics I had had that man with Poison Ivy. Add wonder woman, and I actually had I dream of Jeannie very interesting types of Comex, but I think you know what really drew. Drew me to this after loving the character in just like Leah said you know Pam is Lee. Being such a brilliant woman, then turning into this iconic super villain was just as awesome script that Leah wrote you know just on her talent and using the passionate love of the character and I mean it was really hard to say no to and. And so I just tried to cheer on as much as I. Could you know Yeah I? Think that's something that's so important about Pamela Eisley is the fact that a lot of writers get carried away by making her trauma be the thing that is her story, and I think that that ends up being kind of trauma loop a lot of times like. Like. We'll just read the same trauma with her again and again and I think the what was very different about this. was that you're you're kind of showing how ivy becomes the step away from that right and I think that that's not emphasize strongly enough so I. Really appreciate it that you all did that. was that something that was conscious for you? You know it's interesting because I. I remember originally kind of going online and reading people's about people's. Their own Fan, fiction and ideas that they had in things that they love between her and Harley and you know in one version of the comic books. It was a professor that was experimenting on her. In another version, it was a professor, actually like torching her torturing her, and like a an away, they thought that she was stealing his his research, and all of the and then I saw how many times it's been. been reimagined and changed in the comic books, and that sort of like freed me up, and I didn't want to go so deep to where I started to lose my own vision and train of thought so I kind of like absorbed a bit for a while, and realized that I kind of do whatever I wanted as long as I was honoring the parts of her that I loved the parts of her that I love.

I love her resilience. I love her strength I. Love the she. Loves Nature I love, but she has in many ways. A theme that I relate to is sort of dying and coming back to life, and I listened to one of your your other interviews with Amy Chu. I thought it was so it was so cool how you guys talked about how she gets a bad rap. She really has had. She's been sort of painted as very violent and erotic and. There hasn't always been the best material for Ivy and I just wanted to admire version of Ivy's origin story have some compassion, and maybe some grounded nece. Not that I'm trying to you know, reinvent the wheel or anything. It's just infusing it with my own sort of taste. Right well. I think that there's been such a long time where he has been viewed really unsympathetically. Even whenever somebody is like well, this is somebody who is reeling from trauma. There was all kinds of problems in her life. And then you know she's striking out. People who genuinely are villainous, and so you're. It's always kind of a strange thing where people feel like they need to go that extra mile to kind of villain is IV. I think and you know for my money. The best takes on Ivy. Are the ones that are like? She is also coming from this place. You know the. Very understandable right so i. think that that comes across perfectly in this movie. Love that thank you. And I I completely agree with Sarah. I think what's so powerful about Pamela. An Ivy is that we get this, very. Compassionate even even the view that the let the camera lens takes the Compassionate. One. Right like it's not voyeurism. It's not accusatory. It's like this is what she lived through, and it was scary, but hey guess what he like kept. The worst parts out, so you don't have to see them you. It's inferred right like. We talk a lot about the importance of violence against women and children and gender violence being it's important to be careful about how we portray that right because it's easy to retraumatize viewers, and you use so much restraint in this story. That's really really traumatic, and that doesn't mean that there aren't parts where I was like. Oh! Hey I mean. Roberts right. Lane. He has he just? There's a moment when his voice just go super stern, and you're just like. Totally and I think another thing to mention, too. Eric, you know. Eric is GRANDPA. Himself loves kids. You know really great with working with kids as well and I think you know making sure. our little girl Aria. Arial Boo like she knew that she was safe. That was a huge huge huge component. As well. You know working with minors. It's it's tough in. We're telling a story about a lot of trauma as you mentioned and and wanting to be cognizant of that and making sure that we're creating a safe space, do not only highlight that in our film, but also make sure that we're creating a safe space on our set for that to happen. Totally and I think that comes through you know I was the my partner, and I watched a couple times, and we were talking about this time, because I was like thinking about arrogant I was like. Such a nice guy from what I know like. You can only do those things in my experience acting which is limited to be fair When there's a safe environment, you know, you can get better performances when you really can be like. Okay, we're GONNA suspend this fear because it's not real, but also you can go there. You will be safe on the other side. You can go there and that to me. That really came through an almost became like another theme of the film I I grew up in an abusive household, and so there were parts of this that really resonated about the way. Children can survive things that are just untenable. Because they just find ways and so this idea. That Ivy I shows up as this way for her to be mad at herself or being weak, but also this protector who encouraging her to protect herself, but then you know by the time we see the to as adults we get to see you know I Pamela and then ivy that seems like that antagonist has. Has Been Resolved. There isn't really a it seems. There isn't a thing you get with the Hulk right where Hulk and banner are always fighting no holster. No, it's banners are no hoax turn. You don't feel that here. You really feel like IBM empanel have found a way to coexist and I think that's to me that so much of what I love about. About her is that she is so accepting of who she is at after. She gets her powers after she decides. You know I'm GonNa? Be An ECO feminist and people are going to malign me, and that's their problem. Whatever like that's such a free thing, but again it comes from this root of such deep trauma, and she goes through this again antagonist towards.

Towards herself, but then comes to a resolution I thought that was one of the I mean to me. That was the love. Story of the of the film is like her Pamela and Ivy Learning to love each other and accept each other. I so appreciate you speaking on that and having the experience firsthand at that actually have been sort of nervously awaiting somebody. Speaking on it, that has a an intimate relationship with abuse from their childhood, so I so appreciate you ask for saying Matt and it it is, it is sticky, but that actually really is the story. It is about embracing all of the sides of you that make you who you are, and it is that it in the beginning. She's She's sort of an antagonistic and by the end they have she. She's her protector. She's her savior. She's her freedom. So you hit the nail on the head, and I'm so glad that you I felt. It's very I feel that it's very. It's such an awkward thing for me because I never. Really don't think it's cool when I fell maker. Like reveals everything that they're fit. What they were thinking when they're making their because I think that art is supposed to be open to interpretation, and I believe that there are no wrong answers. If you saw something in the film, and that is what it is, and that is the truth, it is meant to be interpreted and boat, but it is really nice when somebody like USC like does pick up on the themes that were. That we hoped for. We hope to craft. It's a pleasure to be the person critiquing things you know because I'm a creator as well and I think it's super hard to right right trauma and right internal battles in ways that a play externally I do a lot of editing and a lot of telling people, so you gotTa try to wait externally manifest what you're trying to describe inside their psyche, because we're humans and. And we see things were very visual. It's incredible to see you externalize that so well and I. Get chills every time when you do that flashback where we see all of the scenes where it's just one child just Pamela, but then we flashback and we see the whole time I was there with her. We were the ones who couldn't see her. The adults and Like, it's just our full representation, and so I don't know I. Just thanks for making cool art I'm enjoying it. So don't. Mariah, do you remember that that was like? It was so funny because when we were preparing when we are prepping at and we were so over budget as your budgeting it and I was like well. What makes the most sense as we cut all of the professors staff? We cut the greenhouse. We cut the injection. We cut that and Ryo was like. No, we're not adding it is like it's not happening and then I was like okay. Okay. Let me just do another press and then I added those flashbacks. We're trying to cut down in. The night ended up having she. Isn't that filmmaking like cool, so we? We're actually now way way over budget. Good job. Glad we went over this. But it's it's funny because it's like that was the chunk that she really fought for was be greenhouse stuff, which is like some of my favorites up now and then the stuff that I with myself was like I would. It came to me. Later was doing those flashbacks where we can actually see I've even if we didn't see her initially, the adults and I love how you said at the adults couldn't because I, think about ghosts, right? You know how babies and little kids can see ghosts I don't know if you believe in this but I believe. I read them stories about goes so I'm on board either way. I. Do feel that there's such an element of adult. And and yes sure it's metaphorical as well. They don't see everything. They don't look closely enough. That's a running theme rate like something that I caught this time that I missed. The first time is when there is that moment where she's. Fighting back as the Adult Ivy, not giving anything away. She has the situation or control, but then you hear all the sounds come rushing in not just the the music rising, but also it's you know news reports right news reports of like adults did report this and someone hit it right like someone hit that I wasn't Pamela was in trouble as a small child, and so then you get the second sense of like. Yes, adults can't see ivy, but adults didn't see what a child who needed help. You know only one adult in a diner full of people, and that's just guessing one of dozens of places. He took her noticed like. That's such a powerful message to reinforce with the Pamela Ivy duality. Thank you so yeah, that's so real i. mean these you know sometimes you hear these stories about these children that have been kidnapped and they're being like paraded around town.

And they're these very normal looking men, and they're white and their privileged, and they're middle class, and it's just such a picture of. White privilege and male privilege that no everybody turns averts their gaze. Everybody looks the way because they assume the assume nothing could be going on there, and so that was sort of the news reports and stuff came in because I'm. It took on a new life of commenting on You know a a a social structure that enables abuse. What do you think about see because I think with Ivy, she is a character. Where if you changed almost any element of her than she wouldn't work right, so you can have her as you know the way that she kind of cares about humanity, but only insofar as they're not destroying plant, life and things like that I think it's very specific. The Ivy is an environmentalist because environmentalists for the longest time you know. People ran articles all the time and like. Like major newspapers that were like climate change is a hoax, basically and stuff like that, so we've had a culture that pretty much has just you know repeatedly and consistently dismissed environmental concerns, and therefore IV makes perfect sense as an environmentalist, because this is a character who has been repeatedly dismissed regardless of what her intentions of her actions are so I'm just curious how environmentalism please any kind of or if it plays any role in your understanding of Poison Ivy. I think I mean for both of us. We obviously really care about the environment at just as people and let alone filmmakers Leeann I are both heavily connected to nature I think it's imperative for Poison Ivy, and especially for our rendition of an origin story to highlight the the care and the conservation. Because you know our whole things that ivy grows from where she's planted and I think you know with her. Being such a the term you used was Eco. Feminist earlier which I loved I hadn't heard before now. I'm obsessed, but. You know I I think it's imperative that she is just so. Undeniably passionate about the world and the Earth, and getting back to the root of it all and I think that's a huge thing for us getting back to the root getting back to the origin. And environmentalism is you know obviously a passion of Ivy's, but it must be a passion of the world. We live in right now. Totally you know to me that the moment where he yells, I feel like there's one curse word in the movie and it's wheat. It's a weed and to to Ivy. That would be a curse word like there is no such thing as A. A, we'd right like there's just plants that are where people don't want them. And I think that that's such an amazing way to. If thinking about her, her eco feminism, thinking about her mentality in the world, but when you said she you know, she grows where she's planted I was like holy shit like that's also what we do. There's so many layers here. Oh my Gosh! Totally. That's so good and I. Think what the We'd to especially in that line. I it's interesting how you said it as a curse word or a bad word, because it's so dismissive, it's so demeaning and that's something that ivy is so used to her whole life so it's really cool that. Thank you so much for for providing us with all these new insights on on our film. Really you? You got it more than I did. We do what we do. Comics. Everything so far! Away drawing parallels between attacks on nature and. All the Pamela has gone through is definitely something that is it maybe not a hobby of mine by something I do a lot. Know as as you portrayed her, both as you really I thought captured the sort of more nuanced shift I felt there was a really stark one for was Aria, is that the young actor's name? Yes? For, Aria. It felt there was a very stark shift between her Pamela and Ivy, and then I really you know yours. It felt so much like a like A. Transition like the that was just a closer dichotomy than the the way they were when they were children, and your lipstick is fierce. Your fucking costume is amazing. I love the whole thing. Your whole makeup looks like so cool. I was like that is haunting. I love it so much. Thank you! Was! It was that. was you know and that's the day that I'm obviously most insecure about because? When you're.

It feels in alignment then when you're like sweating out of leather, suit and you're trying to do. Fight sequencing, and you can't get over to the monitor after every take so you're trusting your GPA and I had an amazing ep who I loved, and I do trust, but there's still in the back of your head. You know you're going. You're screwing up your screwing this up, so it's really it's really nice. When when people say they love the suit, and they love the makeup, and they love the the look in the liquor store. Because that was like so hard, I was definitely sweating off my makeup so. I'm glad you can't tell. What are some of your other favorite renditions of Ivy because she's been in some anything's outside of you, know just the comics I know for me. I really love the Cartoon Ivy, even on DC universe right now that's. Part for me, you know even I've watched before. We made Pamela, Ivy, but even now kind of connecting with fans of. Our people who are now fans of our film. I really love the kind of intricate. I loved intricate relationship of her and Harley. I, love the female driven friendship of them in the cartoons as well on DC universe right now, and I love how articulate. She is. I think that's a huge huge huge step up from the previous versions that we've seen prior to arse. You know Not Super sack stop, but it's just it's. It's a really really cool rendition, and I, it's cartoons. What kind of makes me think about my childhood? But it's still relevant and still resonates with me today for me, even though I I know that she was obviously. Batman and Robin and in in many comment comics since the sixties and in Gotham in many iterations actually auditioned for one of the ITERATIONS in Gotham didn't get it and And I and I know that she's been an Owen the lego movie in the Batman lego movie. So I know that there have been many iterations of her. But I felt like the only reason that I had enough confidence and then nuff drive to get it done. Was that I felt that there was still so much more to do. And maybe it was because I am not so familiar well-versed in the comics, and all that most of what I had seen had been in in in film form, which isn't much, you know you have sh- Batman and Robin. The the the queen of poison, Ivy. Film work and it's not like super beloved as far not like cat woman like Michelle pfeiffer. You'RE NOT GONNA. See me playing how? Sites are not going to mess with that. But I do I. DO think that I, in some ways tackled it because I felt a desire to see more from her. Well You mentioned earlier listening tests top with amy. Chu and that's that's sort of her philosophy. That's how she chooses. The comic she wants to write is like who's been done bad. Who deserves a better you know and so I think that that's something that I think a lot of people who love Ivy and feel connection to ivy also feel a desire to have more. Takes that show her as as the person we see you know I. Don't know if you've seen it, but there's this great fanzine that came out. I think in February mini beginning of March. That was it's called the vines roses, and it's a WHO fanzine about what people love about Poison Ivy and about her. Yeah Botanist Queer woman, all these different things really really fun. It also has cute things like chapstick recipes Oh, my God! Totally it's free just google vines and roses fanzine. And, just you have to read it because it just makes you feel like you're just part of a huge crew of people who love her so much. You know and love that I'm a big. Believer whereby believer on the pod that like no one has to read every fucking issue with poison ivy in it maybe fan like I. Also has a capacity stories. And I. Can I I I'm reason, have a high tolerance to reading bullshit so I can read through a bunch of bad stuff and be like I hate it. I hate it, I hate it. You know. Go for a long walk. About it. And then just kind of like you know. Put that towards other things. I guess but I think that that's I. Mean that's the consensus among fans, essentially like I think even from our perspective where we're all kind of just like.

You don't really have a lot of time to do every but I saw a lot of weird, isn't it? I followed every. Me Whenever there's two characters that are the same person like that's a queer story. That's about the way society puts pressure on us to be something that we we are not I and I see that residence. I see it in the way that she really her story about fucking claiming herself right. Shannon picking herself up not by bootstraps, because that's bullshit, but literally off the concrete floor and looking the scary dude, and the eyes and being like. Don't fucking hurt my weed plant man. Not like a cannabis plant that would be like my plan, but like her plants. We'd different. Different she's a child that clear. It takes me to my next question. Poison Ivy smoke weed of course, right? Honor storyline where she helps. Create some hyper strong strain of weed and helps like introduce it into Gotham. I'm not sure if that's a story that exists in the comic. If that's your fan fiction. Either way? That shit now. Great Well, you. You talked about in the future taking I, Vienna Direction or Pamela Pamela. If you will in a direction, she would get to explore her sexuality and know what that means. And it makes sense that it wouldn't be with Heart Harley. Necessarily, this doesn't have to always be Harley and plus I always talk about like they're clearly poly-amorous. She's She's a Well oiled machine she. Plays Harrison Ford's granddaughter and a film and Reeves daughter and a movie I. Mean she works more than anybody. but but at the same time I think being an actor myself. It's like I, my best work when I can play, and and it's and feeling that there's a space to play is but I think the sweet spot for creativity as an actor, and they are not going to disappoint anybody. We're just so excited for more people to see Pamela Ivy. We hope that they share it with their their friends family fellow Super Villains and heroes. I think that's the biggest thing. Is You know we made this film for people to see into watch it and do enjoy it and to talk about it. You know and I think that's been such a rewarding part. Is You know there's been so many almost overwhelmingly? Positive comments on that were so grateful for and then there's also some that you know aren't necessarily the ones that we were hoping for, but. But you have to be grateful for them, because we got people to think in to talk about the film and to say what they liked and what you know, what worked for them?
