I read like so so many complex for this and reread a bunch of comics. Yes. If you have a preference. Please let me know I was thinking. Maybe start with cat woman, her sister's keeper. That seems like a good place to start yeah. Yes, so I read that comic very recently I've written about it a couple of times mostly in context to other subject matter, but I think the the comic is really good, and it kind of tells you all of this stuff. May that year one didn't teach us about Selena? It's kind of in some ways. SELENA's like year two, but it's before the year one, so it's all kind of. A very interesting story is written by Mindy Newell who is grace so good, but yeah. What did you think of this? Coming was the first time you would read it, or this was the first time I had read it, and at first I didn't know how sold I was on it. Okay, she's got a Pam. Okay? Right very an to be fair. She goes to the Mosquera and it's really sad because she's there with Harley Quinn. And yet it managed to be just one of the straightest takes on. Your I've ever seen. I'm like come on Holly. Robinson finally gets to go somewhere. Good and like be queer and Harley infamous. Like, Harley would be fucking losing it. Yeah I know. Big Women Earth thing! comes. I'm never leaving again the eventually just kind of go. I guess we'll go back to author and I was like this is garbage. I was very upset. but yeah. Holly comes back a bunch and she is great. I always love her I. Think the cat woman kind of is a character that's hard to have a supporting cast for an having holly just be kind of this consistent recurring cast member for her I. Think is just really amazing, and also it's interesting because she leaves her at a nunnery kind of. Like You'll be fine. This will stop you from doing sex work. Goodbye. Let's work enjoy. Leave you with this group of Literal Nuns, which is I'm being I would like to see export because as I said she comes out as queer later, so, Mike, what are you doing in the nunnery? Hall Michael was up. We've kind of just jumped. Right in. We didn't talk about the fact like okay, so we're talking about. This is the story that really explorers, Cattlemans sex, working history, highs and lows There are things that I.
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thought were really incredible about some things that I was like. Does a nipple need to be in this scene, but you know why not? Nipples are great so Yeah I felt like mixing all over, but I thought I. Haven't read much cat woman to be fair. I'm not the biggest. Not Personal just. A little personal and yeah I just thought that it was pretty incredible in the characterization and sort of letting Selena have these resonances complexities with her relationships with the people around her, that I thought was really incredible. How did you feel about the fact that like the catsuit started as like this thing, a guy was making her wear, and then like becomes her sort of. In her vigilante. It's not really vigilant, but you know what I. Mean Her like conic catsuit. Yeah, I thought you know as a pervert and a former sex worker thought that was weird. I I didn't love. I also thought that it was an ugly cat costume. Out of all the fetish workout costume. You went as realistic treeline face as possible. I like how she just goes fully into it, and like the first time you see her sheet like there's a speech balloon that says. Career. Woman in a cat costume. Hissing not even hitting, just saying the word is. On the part of time trying menacing, so imagine she wasn't very menacing at first. Holly is not too freaked out by. she what she's. What are you doing there? On I think my favorite part of this comic was definitely getting to see a bunch of sex workers jump. Bruce Wayne in. Scarring what I can only assume was like a terrible like Boston accent because he was under governors. That was my favorite part just watching them like stab Bruce. Lane in the leg hit him, and that was great yet. Did anybody read Batman Year one where this is kind of the continuation of her story there? Yeah it's like you know a Frank Miller comic. Choose your own adventure, but she I read it i. Read Your one awhile ago, In that ally and that's kind of the basis of. That's where Stanford pops up like you know all of that, so it's kind of strange to watch it because I feel like it gives her a lot more autonomy and a lot of ways, but then also has these kind of simplistic fixes for things or right. A ward in the you know are having problems. You should just drop them off at an array and then like they'll be fine. The fact that like the cops are good guys in this and I'm just like that really does. Data. That doesn't represent the experience of sex workers from what I know. I don't think that. At all I didn't love How heavily cops figured into it? Yeah it just like manner solving not solving her problems, but are like teaching her how to solve all her own problems and. A little tiring, just paternalistic a lot of the time, but when she gets to do stuff I I enjoyed. Bits of action and I'm, not against killing temps. Were like I've never said. I was against Killington very four kingpins just. To be clear. Enough of the killing pins. It's. Right right? Yeah and I mean stand. You know we could have lived without. This guy is not fun. Tune stone with the bad hat. Is All like when I saw him. I was like this tombstone was hugh. I think after this. They struggle because I. that's kind of why I read. This one was surprised in some ways to be like Oh. This is actually kind of a good representation because it doesn't Villi US her. You know like it doesn't make it like this dark period of her past or anything like that. You know it's kind of her stepping into something better I guess, but then it also is like. All of the problematic aspects that you see in almost all of the comments that features workers are definitely present, but it gets worse surprisingly going forward which is. It really gets like nothing but worse until last year. Yeah it. Even the stuff that's good because you have the Brubaker. Holly comes back. Cat Woman is advocating for others experts, but is also very judgy that holly is still doing which is really weird, because it's like I've dropped you off at the nunnery.
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Why why aren't you fix? Kind of attitude from civilian, just like dear God Selena. It's still. precipates on basically sex workers are getting murdered and Selena has to step in, and it's just like written by a guy so not enough. It is great, but Yeah I. Don't know it's very interesting how they did just kind of drop off with cat woman. Because you know chuck. Dixon was writing her. Fifty issues or something that is like super right wing. You just see you all of these choices that are made with his character, whereas just like well. She kinda doesn't really have a chance to explore this part of her life ever pretty much in a way. That is positive I guess. Yeah I, actually had no idea that I'm embarrassed of this. That woman had any history in sex work until you told me about it. Wow Yeah, but you shouldn't be embarrassed of that because that's something that they I believe constantly kind of tried to brush under the rug of experience. Just don't sit whatsoever and if they do, it's totally her being like I, don't know holly. That kind of stuff so I mean her tone towards later certainly wouldn't indicate that she you know had any kind of experience with it. I think I liked how eighties. percent. Like a ridiculous thing to like about something from that era, but I was into it and I, thought that like the hairstyles were really incredible and. Again the person who represented God so. So good I, liked that cat women's kind of caddy rightly not caddy like cruel, but like caddy catlike. I was watching. The Harley, Quinn animated series may have the episode cat woman, and she was delightful in it. I mean walking out and I liked it. A lot of the panels are her like she's crawling up a fire, and she's like sneaking across a roof line, and like the negative space. The Silhouette and I really enjoyed that in the comic I thought the art was pretty fun again I don't know about the the extraneous Nipples, but again from Nipples so I dunno, I feel mixed about that part, but yeah all in all. I was like this is nine, thousand, nine, hundred nine. What I suspect is like relatively positive considering what we've seen elsewhere. Since then. Yeah, yeah, if like. If you look across on either side, basically you're. It's like from Hell. You know you have like all of the takes where you're just kind of like. Well, that didn't get better which is a great segue? Oh, go ahead! I was just GonNa, say that Mindy Newell was working as a nurse in the middle of New York whenever she wrote this so I always kind of try to whenever I'm reading herself, because she also wrote Lois Lane story, this called whenever it rains got his crying so also very upbeat and I think that whenever I think of her writing I. Always try to remember like this is somebody who did release these. Really messed up stuff whenever she was just going into a regular job. Not that that changes anything it's just observation What? What was the side? Talking about UNCANNY X. Men three ninety nine. Garbage yeah. In the diamond that was found in that garbage that is still treated like garbage. What is up with? Does stacy x you deserved better? The EX ranch right? Yes, when was the first time you read this comment? I think the first time I read. It was maybe in middle school. It was definitely definitely out before then. But I remember reading it and instantly loving it. And now I feel very differently about it. Because I was back then I was just like cool sex workers. Like cool sex away. The sending isn't good Rome. No, no, no, it is hilarious to me that the Paragon of virtue in this comic are Archangel night, crawler and iceman. I'm just. Are you GonNa go tell people how to live their lives right now. Is that was happening? This entire concept, which could be amazing and yeah is like they just kinda show up in their like we're going to put the Kibosh on that, and you can come with us if you act like I decide you can act you know or whatever, and it's just like it definitely takes a turn your like. Oh, are they going to go to a sexy ranch? And then it's like. Oh, no, they they go there. It's not A. It's not really that fun. No, they haven't emphatically not fun time. And what is most important is is that they make everybody who's just trying to do.
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They're damned. Jobs not have a fun time, either so it's. Berry leased at the worst thing, fucking murder them. Yeah, no, it's. It's really A. It's not a great time for anyone I. I made a joke while ago about watching parasite and stopping on our in as a treat For this that would be like reading UNCANNY, three, ninety, nine, just stopping ten pages. Look. There's a great Bronco full of mutants. Women get very well, and they have a great time. That's it close. The nothing else happens fire-breathing Mme, beautiful fat women like so much in love like I was like when we were doing the tour. Where like you know? Here's the Guy Blah Blah Blah. He came from La. Let's be secretive in weird. It was like really fun being like look at all. These neat characters who like you know the X. Men was like we have it harder than anyone of mutant kind. And then Callisto is like. Knock, knock knock, hello, morlocks and everyone else is like. Knock, knock, knock hello! I have no money and I'm still a mutant like what the fuck, so you know I liked that. We got to see some of the other world, but then it goes downhill so fast over my God. Yeah I feel like they really just coulda like I know that this was just all a setup for some weird art and incidence character. They thought was wacky. At the time. It could have just been a really cool like fun one story where nobody got incinerated by. The religious right that would engrave what the fuck! I'm like especially. It's the religious right I like I have been about this comic now for like ten minutes with you all and I. Just now remember that part. Made me. Like, you're all centers. God. You're and you need to be incinerated and unlike really yeah. Oh dear I hate it so. There's like two narratives that tend to get pulled out the most victim, and this is like trauma or your like a vile temptress, trying to seduce these men turn them against each other, or whatever like that was I think? The oldest sex worker character I've found and marvel was Mantis Steve. Englehart was quoted on talking about vendors. One fourteen and saying basically Mantis was supposed to be a hooker who will join the vendors and caused dissension amongst all the male members by coming onto each of them in turn. End. It's Mantis UC. People create these characters that are so much cooler than the writer knows where I love. It's Mantis later. She's so cool. You just see guys all all over themselves trying to write her like doing such a bad job. It's because you don't fucking respect women. You're just being assholes. Mantis doesn't deserve that Mantis deserves to have great story is she's like this steel, Madonna. which is also like wouldn't fuck, but. If. You haven't heard and I don't know how honor Earth you haven't heard. We're doing a very cool fiction project for pride. AreN'T WE SARAH? Oh. Yes, yes, we are indeed it's called decoded pride and Thalji, and it's an online anthology a story a day for every day of pride. That means thirty stories and comics all by lgbtq plus creators, and they're all queer stories and Oh my God. They're so good. There's one about like a really loving mushroom It's amazing. And sell eaten by a shark. What's not to like about this and the list goes on and on and on. There's so many cool stories here. It's all available online and we're still selling subscriptions was only fifteen dollars for the entire month stories and at the end of the month whether they get Sarah. A PDF that collects all of the stories, and what's extra special about these stories that you're doing Sarah Oh I am drawing a picture for every one of the stories. That isn't a comic. Because what sense would that make? But Twenty eight stories get art by me. Original Art Fire Own Sarah Century Oh my God. This is such a cool project, not only because hey, that's a damn fine deal thirty. Thirty stories, that's fifty cents, a piece for Fifteen Bucks Dakota Pride Dot com, but also because this is important, it shows that there is an audience for lgbtq plus writing in genre. We know that there are so many people want to write these stories trust me.
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We read hundreds of them, and we know that people wanna read them, so help us prove that come. Join US AT DAKOTA PRIDE DOT, com. Dot Gov Dot Gov. Dot Co dot code. COM! Should we talk about? SAFE, sex or ready for that I'm just so excited. I WanNa talk about well. We. Talk about safe sex. The concept and we talk about safe sex the book right? Yes, that's F. Sx. Yeah I think that you brought this coming up whenever we were on graphic policy, talk, yeah! Yeah yes, yeah. I ready after that. After your recommendation in this comic is amazing. Holy Shit, it's great and I'm not just saying that because I'm friends with the writer really genuinely very very good, and I love it I think it might be one the best comics in existence. I was GONNA say the best and I was like I. Don't want to hold myself to anything. It's definitely one of the best comics in existence. Yeah I am obsessed like I. Think about it probably every day. Aren't any other comics like it on major labels like literally, it's very very unique right? Yeah, because there's so many like bummer story. Like, we just talking about. Something like this and you're like. Wow, all right. Cool I! Guess you could have just been doing this. No. Now. Yes, yeah, no, it's! It's so great. I loved reading it. It was on Vertigo I, think initially right, and then it switches over to yeah, so I wrote a piece about this It was supposed to be on Vertigo, wasn't it? It was supposed to be on Vertigo when Vertigo relaunched men than Batmans, Dick showed up in a comment. That, Batmans said. Noda in, yeah, it's like really I wrote that article partially because I wanted to write it, but also partially because I was like hey I really wanna write about the bat wing incident and how it's causing sense. Let's talk about that yet Batmans. Wing showed up in in Batman damned and then. Nobody was actually mad about it. Then DC decided to get really prudish about it. An erased it from the Internet. decided they were changing. The way that they were going to like I. Don't know if we want to release more mature Comex and then second coming by Mark Russell got moved to a different company and then. safe sex Muthu image. Right, and wasn't not to mention the unmentionable by a border town was on that the. And Yeah that had its own, and then it gets like immediately cancelled. Yeah that was a strangely cursed. Relaunch for Vertigo there. Yeah, that was wild. It was and then like six months later is like okay. We're not doing vertigo ever again. We're moving over to Black Label Lincoln and all of that. Yeah, what is strange strange time? That was I guess for DC but DC does that like constantly where you see them kind of go progressive direction, and then they're like no, no, no sorry. We didn't mean that. We're going to hire Sean. Gordon Murphy like. Sorry. We're going to backtrack Yeah how strange I'm glad that it found a new home image seems like a much better fit for a given link that the first page had an orgy with fisting on it. Yeah that seems like a better fit for image, honestly at such a comic. It's so nice to have it just be I mean there's all of this chaotic stuff happening, but then I'm also just like. Yeah, this is all normal and healthy and good. They all have issues in their lives, but there is no as you say like paternalistic narrative of kind of so it just ends up being this really kind of great and fun to read comic, and once again is totally groundbreaking regardless. Maybe it shouldn't be groundbreaking in the year twenty twenty, but it really is. There's just so much bad narratives you know, so you just end up like I said whenever I opened. And I was like Oh my God. There's just so many. There's sexy comics in the world, but then there's not this comic. Comic is so much emphasis on autonomy as the title would indicate consent I loved it so much just based on those things, because there's just been such a I mean it's great by itself, but then if you look at this greater history of how bad things have been, you know as far as narratives around sex work, go then it's just oh, wow, this is a whole new thing, Mrs. I I hope to God opening a lot of doors for a lot of people right now in their minds. You know totally yeah, no, it's really amazing that this comic is being made I come from come to reading this from a perspective of like this is about community I've known forever like me and Tina both came up San Francisco.
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Bay Area Queer sex worker seen. There's so many little references to sex worker, culture, porn or leather dykes throughout the book that it. It can just seem like random asides to some people, but you'll so meaningful to me personally because they're like related to Mike Their parts of my culture showing up in a mainstream comic book, it's been really cool getting to see like everybody's reactions to this kind of story because I knew it was really good, but it was really unsure. Are People going to people who aren't sex workers going to be really into this comic and yeah, they are, and it's they should be. Good and it's so overdue I know what's. Out fucking fascist society that feels relatable. That is repressing sexuality that feels relatable and punishing people of colored that feels relatable and sex workers that feels relatable, but there's so much upheaval power right. I always talk about that in books like the the difference between. Superpowers and People Power and this is really about people power it's it's people who are sex workers who have been treated like shit by society, even more so now with this regime, taking over this repressive regime, and and they they figure out ways to keep themselves alive, and to keep each other alive, and to free each other, even in the face of like not even being able to. I think so much about the gender non conforming character who has their ability to feel pleasure taken away by the fucking Psycho Guy Oh deneen. Yeah, and I think a lot about them and. And how this they're able to find some semblance of connection, even when they can't have access to that very human real experience pleasure, and then you know as they sort of grapple with things as a team in sort of topple or not, you have to read it this regime. It's pretty macron's spoiler, but I. It's just really incredible to see how resilient they all are in also what they can't deal with. You know what the things that do. Break them the things that make them have to compromise or make different decisions. I don't know it's just like such A. It's all the revolutionary spirit I love and something about people. Power and just applied so directly to sex work in such an affirmation away, and I fucking love cared. You're so fucking good. Even the ones I hate with the fire of a thousand suns. That's a really fucking. Like. y'All a lot of the time. I think man say sex is so funny. Wow, safe sex, a submarine, but also like safe sex is really scary day like going for deep psychological cultural fears that. Of Queer people have and sex workers have, and just like getting to the root of our cultures issues, which is. What good horror should do a lot of the time like good good dystopia story I hear people sometimes compare it to handmaid's tale on I was like I. Don't think that that's necessarily the dystopia for me. Personally I. Always say it's basically nineteen eighty-four. If it was corny police, instead of thought, police is really. All about like controlling what you can find pleasure in very yeah against our own autonomy in our sexuality and gender. I liked it. It's I? Him is still cool your thing. I liked it it is. It's not for me. I like that it is. It is so distinctly queer so distinctly guerrilla sex work. It is so distinctly. anti-fascist is all of those things so specifically any comes even down. The collar pallets the different colors. The characters wearing the outfits like you were saying the nods to sex workers and Kimber with the symbolism Rela. Yamba reading in your article how important that is in the sex worker community in San Francisco Yeah, just all over. It's the symbol of sex workers rights. And it's like fuck. This is so carefully wrought with I. WanNa see the scripts right like I want to know what Tino Horn like said to the artists whose name I'm totally spacing Michael Dowling for the first two for one two and four. It's all hundred years for three, and it's Jen Hickman or five or seven. I'm not looking at it. I just somehow remember that. Very impressed. It sounded like your member did not look you looking up yeah and I. Wasn't that script like? Just has to be so much. You know to to get all of those positions right where you get to see people who are trans, you get to see people who are non binary good to see people who are queer who are women who are men, but no one's ever broken down to like their genitalia right like it could be so tempting if a different author had control.
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Control of who didn't really care about Trans Non Binary sex workers, Queer folks. It could be salacious to show like someone's Genitalia and be like Oh. Look what you thought as that doesn't. That doesn't happen right like it's just so natural in that community to just like fuck and love each other and be in it. That's such a minor detail. You know right, totally yeah I. I'm just GONNA, keep saying it's a really really serious. That yeah, that's what we do a comic of the week and every time we're just like it's really good. It's like beautiful, I think the beautiful word was the one that we use like seven times. So beautiful, this is also beautiful. I bawled my eyes out rating this several times like I was so inspired. Sexual Freedom for granted absolutely, and I have always sexuality in the ability to be slutty as important to my life, and I take for granted, and it's like just see that threatened, so specifically was like. It really echoed something. I feel in my in our culture and in my own. Up Upbringing, you know I, I grew up with a really conservative adoptive family and I've just it felt so. Validating brightly. It's like no, you're not crazy. This shit is wrong like all the yes, an extreme form of the repression and oppression. You experience, but like you're right. That is fucked up. You're right. That is a wrong thing to happen, and you're right to feel like you WANNA fight him out of it, you know. I just felt like this book was like yeah. Bitch, fight your fight and I was like yeah, I will. Not to go back to this, but I think it's really different from the handmaid's tale, because they tell always kind of a story about oppression, but not having atonomy lake, she sides with her oppressors lot throughout the book, and throughout the series at certain points. It's kind of to me. The normalizing of oppression and fascism is what drives that storyline. Where is this? It's the fight against all of those things right so I think it was just at the time very easy to make dystopia reference of look, there are women race, and also there's oppression and. Like handmaid's tale, the talking about sacs like handmaid's tale. There you go only that's not. Okay all right fine. Fine, also, the handmaid's tale is notoriously white is fuck. The new adaptation I know diversifies it, but the Dory Asli not good representation of women of color, and also not really any trans people at all, so I mean that's a big problem. Absolutely is much as they have gotten gone forward. I mean they have like the lesbian character, the bisexual character in those characters. Talk about what happens whenever you know you don't fit into gender norms and I think that that is really important, but whenever you have a story that's Abou- gender, and you don't have any trans representation whatsoever. Well. Okay it'll voice boggles my mind. I'm like what L. Rivarlry Margaret Atwood. That's why we're. That's what did that I'm yeah, I mean I in in contrast. As FSX. That's s affects yeah. And Yeah I. I think that it is. God, it's like one of my favorite books. I've probably ever read to. Keep ratcheting up level of level by the end of this I'm going to be like it's the number one book in the world you know. Maybe I mean maybe I love it so much. Yeah. I mean especially after we just. For this podcast we did a ton of reading through of things where we're just like this is awful. I hate it. I'M GONNA set it on fire. This is where. You're like Oh all right well. I guess I'm GonNa Totally Universe now and even though there's oppressive qualities to it, you know it's all about how you can rebel against that, so it's actually very inspirational. Read and especially again also reading all the garbage we read getting to know. I mean dear God. I was just thinking about is Jones and that character in. Your. You're right Sarah like there's such amazing representation in this book. You know it's weird to cover presentation because it's like it's just called fucking good writings like. Not, treating people like props and objects and like morals. If you treat people like I, don't know people. Then you have better writing and that's.
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That's what it boils down to, but I think I. I keep going back to Jones because you know. It's his character who? Ends, up being this symbol of. Fear of hope of you know. They WanNa Save Jones. Because Jones has been taken by the fascist regime in there, you gotta get to Jones Jones. Like our person Jones founded this. You Know Jones is uh us and is home and then to see how they have to sort of again. Turn from the single. Character right like the single character. Who should we have to have this person or will lose to like Oh my God? We've already lost that person spoiler, and so now who do we become? And how do we build powered together in the face of this loss and I just don't think we have a lot of comics do. Like! Sit Down and have a hard conversation about what happens when your comrades turn on you and this is like this is great, it's. Not the Jones did of her own. Will Right I mean it happened? She did. Yeah, you know this comic is cool. Straight every person. Yeah, I mean I think every person that listens to this podcast almost specifically would wanNA pick it up, but yeah for sure I. Say for sure but I can't. On. Its bitches in comic. Where the bitches talking about the bitch! Isn't that comment? It's good stuff. Evening everyone pride is a great month of time. We've all been enjoying it, but what's most important is that we have a great roster of pride guests, and we obviously prioritize queer everything, so if you want to support us in doing that and keep the podcast going, we have a Patriot on that.
